The report mdicnes that large
sums are means of in-
come taxes in the various states
that impose them, except in the
case of Oklahoma, where the ex-
emptions are unusually high. For
example, during 1928 North Caro-
lina raised by this means $8,196,000,
South Carolina $2.263,000, Virginia

$3.420,000, and in 1928 Wisconsin
produced $17,884,000. It is estimat-
ed that, if income taxation at usual
rates were employed by the Com-
monwealth of Kentucky, about 4,-
000,000 of revenue might be expect-
ed after two or three years of
operation.
