Dear Mr. Mowat,

1 saw a representative of Routledge & Kegan Paul on Friday
and gave him a brief outline of your book. He expressed a definite
interest and I told him that we ourselves would be likely to have
a personal interest. He was not able to say how great a subvention
would be required, but I imagine from another discussion with him
it would be in the order of £500.

I understand further that once this is paid, it is unlikely
to be recovered. It depends very much whether the publishers
consider the book would be a best seller or not.

He pointed out an alternative method of providing a subvention
and that is for the interested society to agree to purchase 500
copies for its own use, but definitely not for re-sale.

I think the best thing to do is for you to arrange for your
manuseript to be submitted forthwith to Routledge & Kegan Paul, who
will then be able, in due course, to tell me their anticipated sale
and how much would be required as a subvention.

I am a little worried abut our own position, since we are
facing a deficit next year of £15,000, and I am not sure that the
Council would consider an expenditure of this order,however worthy the
cause. The two small funds we could draw on, without touching
general funds, would only produce about £100. However, we shall
face that problem if and when it arises.
