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When Terry Hall arrived at
Kentucky in 1980, the Lady Kats
were coming off their most
successful season ever and
beginning to gain national respect.
They had been ranked in the Top
20 throughout the 1979-80 season
and had finished the year with a
24-5 record and a berth in the
AIAW National playoffs.

But the season was just a hint of
the great things to come under
Hall's guidance. The Lady Kats have
gone far beyond respectability and
into the perennial role of national
contender. They have been ranked
in the Top 20 every week and
averaged 24 wins per season since
Hall's arrival.

In her first year at UK, Hall's Lady
Kats went 25-6, winning the
Kentucky Women's Intercollegiate
Conference and reaching the final
round of 16 in the AIAW National
tournament. Hall was named the
KWIC Coach of the Year that
season.

In 1982 and again last season the
Lady Kats were considered among
the top contenders for the NCAA
championship. The 1981-82 squad
won the Southeastern Conference
championship and reached the
quarter-finals of NCAA play before
losing to eventual national
champion Louisiana Tech on the
Lady Techsters' home floor. Last
year's Lady Kats were ranked fourth

in the nation but fell to Indiana in
the first round of the NCAA
tournament.

Hall's record at KentucRy is 72-19,
and considering Kentucky's tough
scheduling habits (10 games with
ranked opponents last season AND
this season), a .791 winning
percentage is outstanding. Her
career record is 165-79. That mark
includes one season at Eastern
KentucRy, five at Louisville and
three at Kentucky.

Hall began her coaching career in
the high school ranks. Following
her graduation from Indiana State
in 1966, she was named head coach
at Butler High School in Louisville.
In five seasons at Butler, Hall
coached her teams to two Jefferson
County titles and an overall record
of 69-33.

Then it was on to Eastern
Kentucky University, where Hall
earned her Master's Degree in 1974
and was immediately named head
basketball coach. The Lady Colonels
went 14-6 that season and won the
KWIC title over Kentucky,
Louisville, Western, Morehead,
Murray and Northern Kentucky.

Hall then accepted the coaching
job at Louisville, where she was
faced with rebuilding a program.
She succeeded, guiding the Lady
Cards to a 79-54 record over five
years. In 1979-80, her last season at
U of L, the Lady Cards won their
first Metro Conference
championship. Hall also coached
tennis and softball at U of L.

A native of Salem, Ind., Hall
earned both her undergraduate and
graduate degrees in Health and P.E.
While attending Indiana State, she
starred in basketball, field hockey
and volleyball. She was honored
with the “I"” Woman Award in 1965,
and received the prestigious
Hillman Award in 1966 as the most
outstanding female athlete at ISU.

Coach Hall on Kentucky’s Style
of Play: “Our style of play, or
trademark, is the fast break. We
believe that applying immediate
pressure on the defensive team is
one of the best ways to win a
basketball game. KentucRy is one of
few teams in the country totally
dedicated to fast break basketball.
Defensively, we play whatever
defense we feel will exploit our
opponents’ weaknesses. Our main
concerns are controlling the tempo
of the game, teamwork, and shot
selection by our players.”

Coach Hall on Working With the
Players: “I place a high premium
on hard work and dedication to the
task at hand. I want my players to
feel the same way. I try to teach
them that “doors of opportunity”
open and close very quickly in life
as well as on the basketball court.
So always be prepared. In the span
of a lifetime, their 4 years of college
basketball is short, therefore they
should work hard, be dedicated,
excel, and enjoy the opportunity
that exists.”

County High School in 1975. He then attended Morehead

With Nebraska ranked among the nation’s leaders in scor-
ing and Kentucky ranked nationally in field goal percentage,
a real shootout can be expected tonight in Memorial Col-
iseum. The Cornhuskers are averaging 84.2 points a game
and have fired in 50.4 percent of their shots as they're off
to their second-best start ever. Kentucky, meanwhile, aver-
ages 73.9 points and ranks in the top 10 in field goal percen-
tage at 52.5.

The Lady Kats are coming off an exciting 107-102 dou-
ble overtime victory at Detroit on Dec. 28. In that game,
Kentucky squandered an 11-point lead with 13 minutes left
in the game, but overcame four-point deficits in each over-
time to pull out the win.

Next is 5-10 center Angie Miller, who contributes 15.7 points
and a team-leading 10.3 rebounds. Forward Debra Powell
and guard Kelli Benson add 14.2 and 10.2 points a game.

Tonight's game is the first road contest for Coach Kelly
Hill's club. It is the first of six games in an 11-day road trip.

The Lady Kats lost two homecourt games before
Christmas and hope to get another victory under their belt
before hosting third-ranked Georgia Saturday at 7:30.

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MORE CONFIDENT MILLER IMPROVES WITH EACH GAME

As a high school player at Casey County, Debbie
Miller had everything under control. Most of the time,
she was the biggest player on the floor. And almost
without exception, she was the best player on the floor.

For four years as a starter for the Lady Rebels, Deb-
bie endured double- and triple-teaming to the tune of
2,413 career points. She averaged 29 points and 14 re-
bounds and was named to every all-state team her
senior season. She was second in balloting for Miss
Basketball. In other words, Debbie dominated the high
school game.

So it was only natural when she found the transi-
tion to the college game a little tough. “’I just wasn’t
used to playing against people bigger and better than
me,”" she said. "I felt that if | wasn’t scoring, then |
wasn‘t contributing. | was really being hard on myself.
| knew | wasn’t playing up to my potential. | had lost
confidence in myself and | know that Coach Hall and
the players had lost confidence in me, too."”

So Deb did some soul-searching. “’I had to decide
how important being at Kentucky was to me,” she
said. “Then, suddenly | woke up. | reminded myself
that this was one of the best programs in the country,
and | had always wanted to come to Kentucky. | began
to realize | had a lot of selfish feelings but I've got
everything straightened out now."

Debbie’s game began to take a turn for the better
in Kentucky's hard-fought homecourt victory over In-
diana. In nine minutes of action, the 6-1 freshman hit
her only field goal attempt, grabbed three rebounds,
stole the ball from the Lady Hoosiers and failed to make
any turnovers.

Next the Lady Kats traveled to South Carolina, and
with Leslie Nichols back in Lexington with a broken
nose, Debbie was needed even more. She played 17
minutes, hit all three field goal attempts, both free
throw attempts, and totaled six points and three
rebounds.

""| feel a lot better now,"’ Debbie says. "l think I've
gotten a lot more confidence. It's like I'm over the
hump.”’

While Debbie appears to have her problems
straightened out, the team as a whole seems to be
struggling. After five consecutive wins and a No. 20
national ranking, the Lady Kats were blasted 78-49 by
No. 16 Alabama at home.

"The team wasn't ready and there was no one to
pick us up and get us going,”’ Debbie said. "It just
simply came down to them wanting it worse than we
did. It's clear that we can’t just show up and win, and

| don’t know if we were at the point of believing that
or not. | did feel that that is what happened to the team
when they lost to Indiana in the playoffs last year."”

Debbie is beginning to identify her role at Kentucky,
and part of it is to help the team battle such compiacen-
cy. "I just want to help,”” she said. "I realize now that
I’'m basically a back-up for the front line. But I'll do
anything to aid our success, whether it's cheering the
others on, pushing them in practice or just helping to
keep everyone’s heads on straight.”

Senior co-captain Lynnette Lewis sees in Debbie a
maturity not common in freshmen. ‘“She’s got a lot
of deep thoughts about a lot of things,” Lynnette says.
"And she’s very well-liked. She really considers other
people’s feelings and the girls all respect her.”

Lynnette also like Debbie’s on-the-court contribu-
tions. "She’s improving every day,” she said. “'She
gets more confidence with each practice, and that's
showing up in the games. |I'm sure she's going to be
an important part of our season."

WINSTON BENNETT: ALWAYS DOING HIS BEST

In a program in which freshmen traditionally develop slowly,
frosh Winston Bennett has seen a considerable amount of play-
ing time from the very beginning.

His hard work, determination, and aggressiveness have propelled
him into sixth-man status at UK this season. But the Louisville
native is not finished.

“The playing time is a great asset to my game, but I’'m not
satisfied yet. It just gives me the incentive to work harder because
| want to break into the starting line-up.”

Already, Bennett is considered to be the team leader on defense,
a role he likes.

““There's no pressure on defense. It's easy to play defense if you
work hard and hustle. It helps me to know that | can help the
team."’

Sophomore forward Kenny Walker understands his teammate’s
emphasis on defense because he played the same role last year.

""Playing tough defense is a good way for younger players to
see action when they're still learning the system. Older players can
rely on their experience. Winston has been a real enforcer for us.
He's very aggressive."”

Senior Melvin Turpin notes that Bennett's aggressiveness car-
ries over to the entire team.

“\Winston comes in and gives us a real spark. He’s made us a
better defensive team and we feel good about his play.’’

Ironically, Bennett's first experience with basketball involved
defense.

“When | was about four or five years old, my father would sit
on the bed and roll up a sock. Then he'd try to shoot it into a waste
basket and I'd try to block it.”"

Bennett progressed quickly from those early days. He began
playing in leagues against players in older age groups.

""Those leagues were really good for me because | had to learn
different moves to play with those older guys. Being younger, |
couldn’t just overpower them."

As he got older, though, Bennett overpowered many of his op-
ponents. Highly publicized before he ever entered high school, Ben-
nett went on to become a consensus All-American, Kentucky’s
Mr. Basketball, a three-time first team All-State selection, and a
four-year starter while at Louisville’s Male High. He shattered
numerous records at the school, but failed to break former U of
L star Darrell Griffith’s career scoring mark, falling 26 points shy
with a total of 2,161. He wasn't disappointed though, noting that
he felt good to come so close.

Bennett did experience a major disappointment while at Male.

0pportunities for UK students are

not limited to the academic world.
Involvement in the social and
cultural aspects of University life
also is important.

Recognizing this, the University
provides the widest range of
opportunities for personal and
social development. If a student
likes music, for instance, the
Concert and Lecture Series brings
outstanding soloists and
symphonies on campus. There are
chamber music concerts and hard
rock concerts, impromptu bluegrass
groups and flute recitals. If one
likes to participate, opportunities
abound—there are several choral
groups, a marching band, the
symphony orchestra, the
symphonic band—or there is always
the guitar with a few friends under
the trees. Whichever one chooses,
at UK it's available—and there’s
someone to share it.

There are 22 national fraternities
and 16 national sororities on
campus. “Rush,” or member
recruitment, takes place before
classes begin, and informally
throughout the year.

In addition to supporting the
various Wildcat and Lady Kat teams,
men and women students take part
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as individuals or in groups in
competitive sports and in
intramural programs. The Seaton
Center houses facilities in
basketball, volleyball, badminton,
squash, wrestling, and table tennis.
An Olympic-size swimming pool,
tennis courts, and several sports
fields are available to students.

A similar variety of opportunities
in drama, student government,
athletics, service organizations, and
recreation, is available.

The city of Lexington also offers
UK students much in the way of
entertainment. Lexington has a
Philharmonic Orchestra, Chamber
