There seems to be some confusion
in the minds of the students con-
cerning the University Social Com-
mittee as evidenced by an item in
in the November

feel that since this confusion appears
to be campus-wide, they would like
to clarify and explain its constit-
functions and jurisdiction

The Social Committee is not
Student Union Committee, as was
intimated in the above-mentioned
item, but is an all-University com-
mittee appointed by the President
and composed of faculty members
and representatives of all major stu-
dent organizations. The of
Women has been appointed chair-
man by the President

The functions of this Committee
pma-cumculn

all

prevent conflicts of major or o
campus events; and to plan a bal-
anced extra-curricular program on
the campus.

The Committee cannot successful-
Iy carry out these functions unless
all organizations cooperate by clear-
ing the affairs they plan. At the
end of each quarter they are asked
to submit to the Social Director re-
quests for dates during the coming
quarter as well as the dates of reg-
ularly scheduled meetings. A calen-
dar is made up of those dates ap-
proved by the Commitiee. The or-
ganizations are notified that their
requests have been granted, or if
denied, an open date is suggested
1f events are planned after the cal-

endar has been made up, organiza-
tions may make requests through
the Office of the Social Director.
The Committee meets every two
weeks to consider these requests.

In the past, some organizations
have consistently failed to turn in
requests for extra-curricular events.
Consequently they have infringed
upon the time allotted to other or-
ganizations which could expect to
be protected since they had been
granted a particular time and date
by the Social Committee. Faculty as
well as student organizations have
been guilty of this breach. As a re-
sult conflicts have occurred which
could have been avoided had the
Social Committee been notified

Since the Social Committee is the
only organization on the campus
authorized to clear dates, the mem-
bers have adopted the policy that
all events not cleared through the
Committee shall be cancelled

The members of the Committee
hope that this explanation will clear

up the confusion concerning the
Social Committee; will make or-
ganization presidents cognizant of

their responsibilities to submit re-
quests for extra-curricular events;
and wil help to prevent conflict of
events
