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VOTETO BE TAREN
ON PEAGE TREATY

Students and Faculty to Ex-
press Views on Subject

Students and members of the fac-
wity of the University and of Transyl-
vania College will take a referendum
vote on the peace treaty situation
January 13, in compliance with a re-
quest from heads of larger Eastern
Colleges.

The vote will be taken in common
with other universities and colleges
of the United States, Dr. R. H. Cross-
field, president of Transylvania, who
received the telegraphed request said
before the vote is taken, student and
faculty members would make the
peace treaty the subject of debates
and class discussion and that on Jan-
uary 13 a secret vote would be taken
and the result wired to the head of
the committee at Columbia Univer-
sity.

The movement is purely an educa-
tional one for instruction in college
circles and is not to promote propa-
ganda of any kind regarding the peace
treaty, Dr. Crossfield said.

The movement is backed by Presi-
dent Hadley, of Yale; Lowell, of Har-
vard; Hibben, of Princeton, and But-
ler, of Columbia.

Votes by the faculty and the stu-
dents are to be taken separately on |
the following questions:

1. Do you favor the ratification of
the league and treaty without amend-
ments of reservations proposition?

2. Do you oppose the ratification of
the league and treaty in any form
proposition?

3. Do you favor the ratification of
the league and treaty, but only with
the specifications and reservations as
voted by the majority of the Senate
proposition?
