Coach Joe B. Hall is in his 12th season at Kentucky and has a 277-86 (76.3%)
record as coach of the Wildcats. He is in his 18th year as a head coach on the
collegiate level and has a 353-142 (71.3%) career mark. His UK teams have won
or shared eight SEC championships, won the NIT, finished as runners-up in the
NCAA tournament (1975), and won the national championship (1978).

The Wildcats are 27-4 overall and finished 14-4 in the SEC. When ahead at
halftime, UK has gone on to win 19 of 21 games (Nine wins at home, six wins on the
road, three wins on neutral courts, and two losses on the road). When trailing. at
halftime, UK has won six of eight games (Five wins at home, one win on the road,
and two losses on the road).
