Since the worth of a given lot of seed can be determined
only by test, it is most important that farmers and others male
their purchases of seeds on the basis of the information given on
the tag. In mo other way can one know such important things
as the weed seed content, purity and germination of a given lot
of seed. The tag represents the seedsman’s guarantee and it is
upon the basis of these representations that prosecutions are con-
dueted.
