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Section g. The instructor shall report to the Registrar at the end
;?—Eggagemestef the number of (excused and unexcused) absences for

each student. The Registrar shall call for special reports of agbsences
onndays before and afterfacholiday. All absences are to be reported

on the student's ecredit card and shall be considered a part of his
permanent record.

Section 10. A student in the junior Year, whose sophomore standing is
2.4 (credit points) or a senior whose Junior standing is 2.4 (credit
points) shall be extended the same privileges relative to absences

as sthe graduate students. At the beginning of each semester the
Registrar shall make available to all instructors the names of all
undergraduate students who are entitled to this privilege.

Graduate Students

Section 1 « No record of absences shall be required, but each instructor
may record absences of graduate students as he sees fit.
