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A careful study of the character of dealer’s stock, of farmer
purchases, and of general seed movements in Kentucky, indicates
a decided trend toward a demand for better seeds. KFarmers
are more interested than ever in the analyses of seed as shown
by state tags, and low grade seeds are becoming more and more
unpopular,

In this bulletin are tabulated the results of official inspection

and analysis of seeds exposed for sale in the state from July 1,
1938, to June 30, 1939. During this period 3,850 lots of seed
were inspected and 536 official samples taken.

Table 1 shows the percentages of purity and germination
stated on tags, the presence of an excessive amount of noxious
weed seeds, the presence of noxious weed seeds not shown on
tags, irregularities in tags, absence of tags, and the results of
official analyses of samples. The variations allowed in purity,
germination, and weed seed per ounce are the same as those
published in Kentucky Regulatory Series, Bulletin No. 4,
Revised. Results within the allowed variation are marked with
“47 if above, or ‘‘—’’ if below statement on official tags.
Variations greater than those allowed constitute violations of
the Kentucky Seed Law, and such results are printed in black-
face type. In the table I. means listed and F means found.

Table 2 is a classification of samples according to wholesale
dealers from whom they were purchased, and indicates violations
found.

Table 3 contains a summary to show the kind and number
of violations detected.

Whenever definite information regarding suitability for
planting of a lot of seed, either home-grown or purchased, is
wanted, a representative sample of several ounces should be sub-
mitted to the Seed Liaboratory. Reports, showing the results of
purity and germination tests on such samples will indicate their

worth.

The comparatively large percentage of unlawful collectors’
samples in the report this year is due to a more strict enforcement
of the Seed Law. During the early years of Seed Law adminis-
tration, considerable allowance was made because of the newness
of the law. Occasion for such leniency no longer exists.
