TRANSYLVANIA TRACK TEAM
HUMBLED.

Score—Kentucky 74, Transylvania 25.

There was no class whatever to
Transylvania's track team, and conse-
quently a one-sided track meet took
place on Stoll Field last Thursday
afternoon. This meet was intended to
furnish entertainment for the visiting
Knights Templar and their ladies.

'The weather conditions were ideal
and the track was in ideal condition.
Promptly at 4 o’clock Professor Mus-
taine, who was starter, caled the men
entered for the 100-yard dash, to their
marks. At the crack of the pistol
Needy jumped into the lead. The
finis hwas close, with Needy first and
Kohn second. At no time did Tran-
sylvania get ahead, and it soon be-
came evident that the “Wildcats”
would have little trouble in winning.

In the mile run, Captain Collins was
the star performer. He followed his
usual tactics of letting his opponent
set the pace and then running away
+from h‘m during the last quarter mile.
In the 220-yard dash “Possum” Wat-
kins ran completely away from his
Crimson rival. More points were won
for State when Harrison and Cham-
bers tied for first place in the 120-
yard low hurdle. In the shot-put Pat-
terson for Transylvania was first and
Donglas of State second. May, for
State, outjumped his rival and suc-
ceeded in going over the bar at 5 feet
4 inches. In the half-mile Transylva-
nia won the omly other first of the
meet, Moody capturing this event. In
the pole vault “Deaf” Shanklin cleared
the bar at 10 feet 3 inches, with Bar-
nett second. The broad judmp also
went to State, with Moore first and
Shanklin second. Both of these men
have jumped further in practice than
they did at the meet. “Dick” Webb
won both the discus and the hammer,
with “Big” Johnson second in the lat-
ter event. Johnson also won the quar-
ter-mile in easy fashion, and had his
competitor beaten by 100 yards.

The meet closed by State winning
the half-mile relay, with Nadinger,
Kohn, N,eedy and Johnson, running in
the order named.

ORDER OF COMMENCE-
MENT CEREMONIES.

Seniors Take Notice.

By :m:horn_v.m the President of the
University, and the Committee on
Commencement Exerciges, the follow-
ing regulations will govern the Com-
mencement Exerciges on June 1, 1911:

1. The procegsion of Trustees, Vis-
itors, Deans, Faculty, .etc., will form,
between 9:45 and 10:00 ‘A, M., June
1st, 1911, on the driveway between
the Gymnasiam Building and the De-
partment cf Education. The colume
will face the main building, and the
head will rest at the steps at the
southwest corner of the Gymnasium.
The procession will form in column of
twos in the following order, and will
move promptly at 10:00 o'clock up the
driveway to the tent where the exer-
cises will be held:

(a) The Board of Trustees, led by
the Governor and the Marshal.

(b, Distinguished guests and those
upon whom degrees are to be con-
ferred.

(¢’ President and
followed by the Deans.

(d) Faculty.

fe) Senior class. The Senior class
will form in the following order and
the following subdivisions: Graduates
in Avts and Science, Agriculture, Edu-
cation, Civil Engineering, Mechanical
and Electrical TEngineering, Mining

“ngineering, Law.

2. Between each of the subdivisions
mentioned in Paragraph 1, there will
be a distance of 5 paces. Each Dean
will designate a Senior to lead the
subdivision from his college. This
leader will be provided with a list of
the graduates in his subdivision, and
will notify the Marshal, Lieutenant
Kelly, when his subdivision is all pres-
ent and ready to move.

3. All persons in the procession, ex-
cept the Marshal, must wear a cap
and gown.

4. Tt is the opinion of the Faculty
and the Committee on Commencement
Exercises that no presentations of
flowers or presents should be made to
graduates during Commencement Ex-
ercises. 1t is requested, therefore,
that no such presentations be at-
tempted.

5. In presenting diplomas and con-
ferring degrees the following system
will be used: At the proner time the
Dean of the Collece of Arts and
Science will obtain his bundle of di-
piomas from the rack and takine a
position on the platform to the left
of the President, will direct the grad-
uates in Arts and Science to come for-
ward. The graduates will rize from
their seats, move to the open space
in front of the platform, and form in
one or more lines, as may be neces-
gary, and facing the platform. The
Tean will then select a dinloma. call
the recipient hy name, and hand the
Aiploma to the Pregident. The latter
will then confer the desree npon the
recinient student in question, who will

8. Deans of Colleges are responsible
that a1l persons concerned, in their
departments, are made familiar with
the contents of this circular.

9. In case of inclement weather the
procession will be dispensed with and
persons mentioned in Paragraph 1 will
assemble in the tent without formal-
ity, and in time for the exercises to
begin at 10:00 A. M.
