Sharon Fanning brings to Ken-
tucky not only an exceptional
record, but also a national repu-
tation as an outstanding coach,
recruiter and motivator. In 11
memorable seasons at the Uni-
versity of Tennessee at Chatta-
nooga, Fanning’s squads com-
piled a 189-129 mark, including
five straight Southern Conference
championships from 1982-1986.
In 1984, the Lady Mocs went 26-
5 and were runners-up in the
National Women’s Invitational
Tournament.

And while her teams were
reaping glory for the school,
Coach Fanning was receiving
personal honors as well. She was
named Southern Conference
Coach of the Year in 1984 and
1985 and was nominated for Ko-
dak’s national Coach of the Year
honors in 1984. In 1986 she was
coach of the North squad in the
U.S. Olympic Festival and last
summer she was named to the
staff of the USA Select team
competing in Seoul, Korea in
August.

In the meantime, she
was also establishing
herself as a great inter-
national competitor. She
was selected to the 1979
World University squad,
the 1980 Olympic team,
the 1983 Pan American
team and the 1984
Olympic squad.

CLIFF HAGAN

Director of Athletics

As Cliff Hagan enters his 12th year as its
director, the University of Kentucky Athletics
Association is undergoing an era of unprece-
dented growth.

Recently-completed projects include the $6
million E.J. Nutter Football Training Facili-
ty, the Hilary J. Boone Indoor Tennis Center,
the lighting of the Shively Baseball Field and
the resurfacing and seating expansion of the
Shively Track. In addition, the $5.5 million
Harry C. Lancaster Aquatics Center is near-
ing completion, bringing the total expendi-
tures in capital expansion projects to nearly
$15 million.

This past July, the UK Athletics Associa-
tion Board of Directors approved a record
$9.3 million budget for the 1987-88 fiscal
year. In a time when many athletic depart-
ments are facing budget crises, UKAA con-
tinues to be totally self-supporting, with no
tax dollars from the University’s general
funds.

Hagan, a native of Owensboro, replaced
the late Harry C. Lancaster as athletics direc-
tor on July 1, 1975. Since then, UK athletics
has enjoyed a tremendous amount of success,
both on the playing field and in the class-
room.

Hagan has seen UK basketball teams win
an NCAA championship, an NIT champion-
ship and make another appearance in the Fi-
nal Four. The football Wildcats have ap-
peared in three bowl games. Last season, six
UK teams appeared in their respective NCAA
championship events.

Academically, Hagan helped establish the
Center for Academic and Tutorial Services
(CATS). The University of Kentucky was the
first university in the nation to open an aca-
demic center for student-athletes. The efforts
have paid off, as UK led the Southeastern
Conference last year in the number of stu-
dent-athletes named to the league’s various
Academic Honor Rolls.

Hagan’s involvement in college athletics
extends beyond the University of Kentucky.
He serves on the Executive Committee of the
Southeastern Conference and is also on the
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Executive Committee of the NCAA Division
1A Athletics Directors Association.

A two-time All-American basketball center
at UK (1952, 54), Hagan helped the Wildcats
win 86 of 91 games during his career. Includ-
ed in his career is a 1951 national champion-
ship under legendary coach Adolph Rupp.

As a senior, Hagan helped lead UK to a
perfect 25-0 record and the Southeastern
Conference title. That season, Hagan aver-
aged 29 points per game and led the nation in
rebounding (13.5 rpg).

After graduating from UK in 1954 and
serving two years at Andrews Air Force Base
as a commissioned officer, Hagan began a
highly successful National Basketball Associ-
ation career with the St. Louis Hawks. In 10
seasons, he posted 12,433 career points in
672 games (18.5 ppg) and played in five NBA
All-Star games.

Hagan played on St. Louis teams which
claimed six division titles. In 1958, Hagan
helped lead the Hawks to the World Champi-
onship by defeating the Boston Celtics. He
also set a NBA single game record for most
field goals in a quarter (12). Hagan was voted
All-Pro from 1957-62.

Between basketball seasons at St. Louis,
Hagan earned his M.S. degree from Washing-
ton University in 1958.

He also had a stint as player-coach of the
Dallas Chapparals during his professional
basketball days. In fact, Hagan was chosen as
the Texas Professional Coach of the Year in
1968. His record at Dallas was 109-90. In
1975, Hagan was named to the Kentucky
Athletic Hall of Fame. Three years later, he
became the first UK player inducted into the
Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame.

Hagan is married to the former Martha
Milton of Owensboro. They have four chil-
dren — Mrs. Lisa Thaxton, Mrs. Laurie Hill,
Mrs. Amy Burdette and Kip, a recent gradu-
ate of Transylvania University.

PRESIDENT
DAVID P. ROSELLE

Dr. David P. Roselle was named the
ninth president of the University of Ken-
tucky in March 1987.

Dr. Roselle comes to UK from Virgin-
ia Tech in Blacksburg, Va., where he
served as provost four years. The posi-
tion of provost at Virginia Tech is the
number two administrative position at the
university, which has more than 22,000
students.

A native of Pennsylvania, Dr. Roselle
has a Ph.D. in mathematics from Duke
University. He has been a mathematics
professor and researcher at the Univer-
sity of Maryland and Louisi-
ana State University. He became a pro-
fessor of mathematics at Virginia Tech in
1974 and held that faculty appointment
during his entire tenure there.

He also served as dean of Virginia
Tech’s graduate school and dean of re-
search and graduate studies.

Dr. Roselle is known as an innovator.
At Virginia Tech he implemented a uni-
versity-wide core curriculum, helped se-
cure increased support for sponsored re-
search and was recognized nationally for
his initiatives in computing and informa-
tion systems.

In 1978, he was recognized by Virgin-
ia Tech for his teaching excellence.

Dr. Roselle has held a variety of lead-
ership positions in national mathematics
organizations and served as executive
secretary of the Mathematical Associa-
tion of America for nine years.

He has made numerous invited ad-
dresses in his field and is widely pub-
lished as a mathematics scholar. He has
been editor of two books and was on the
editorial board of a third.

Dr. Roselle is married to the former
Louise Dowling of Manhasset, N.Y.,
and they have a son, Arthur, 16, and a
daughter, Cynthia, 15.
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One of the most talented players in Lady
Kat history, Bebe is expected to be one of the
top players in the Southeastern Conference
this season and should be a strong contender
for All-America honors. She led the Lady
Kats in scoring last season with an average of
17.7 points a game, which ranked her fourth
in that category among SEC players. She was
also fourth in the SEC in free throw percent-
age (78.6), sixth in steals per game (2.6) and
ninth in rebounding (7.1).

Bebe is 14th on the all-time Lady Kats
scoring list with 937 career points, and if she
keeps up her current pace, she should easily
finish as one of UK’s top five all-time
SCOTErS.

A first-team Parade All-America as a sen-
ior at Henry Clay High School in Lexington,
Bebe suffered a stress fracture as a freshman
and played in only half of the games in her
first year. But as a sophomore, she started in
22 of 27 games and was the fourth-leading
scorer on the team.

Last year she began her junior season by
being named the first unanimous MVP in the
10-year history of the Lady Kats Invitational
tournament. She excelled in every phase
throughout the season, starting in all 28 con-
tests and scoring in double figures in all but
three. During a two-game homecourt stint she
hit 13-of-17 from the field and finished with a
carcer-high 32 points against Alabama, and
then scored 30 points on 14-for-17 from the
field in the next game against Florida.

Bebe has twice represented the University
and the USA in international competition. In
1985, she played for the U.S. in the Jones
Cup competition in Taiwan and in 1986 she
was a member of the USA Select team that
competed in the Canadian Invitational.

TO LADY KATS' WOES

You would think that after facing the top four
teams in the Southeastern Conference in their last
four games, that maybe the Kentucky Lady Kats are
due a break. And you would think by looking at the
name of their next opponent -- Middle Tennessee State
-- that Coach Sharon Fanning's banged-up little squad
was about to get one.

Well, think again.

Middle Tennessee, winner of 13 of its last 14
games and possessor of a 19-4 overall record, plans to
be just another headache in the migraine season that
first-year coach Fanning has experienced at UK. The
Lady Raiders visit for a 7:30 p.m. tipoff tonight in
Memorial Coliseum.

MTSU, with Lewis Bivens as its first-year coach,
has an 11-0 Ohio Valley Conference record, and with
three OVC games left, has designs on an NCAA
playoff berth and visions of any other glory it can
capture in this memorable season.

Kentucky, 11-14 and a loser in 13 of its last 16
games, just wants a victory, period. And Fanning
would love to see her star player, preseason All-
America nominee Bebe Croley, back in uniform.
Croley severly sprained an ankle against No. 2
Auburn on Feb. 14, and has not played since, leaving

Kentucky with only eight players in uniform. UK's
other starting forward, Pam Shrum, sprained her
ankle against No. 3 Tennessee on Feb. 18 and saw
limited action against LSU Tuesday night. Croley
will likely be back for the game with MTSU.

Middle Tennessee is led by 6-foot center Tawanya
Mucker, who is having a stellar junior season,
averaging 24.5 points and 9.5 rebounds. The Macon,
Ga., native has scored 30 points or more seven times
this season, including a high of 41 against Austin
Peay on Jan. 25. And even with Mucker's prolific
scoring, three other Lady Raiders manage double-
figure averages: guard Sandy Brown (14.4), forward
Lianne Beck (11.7) and forward Stephanie Capley
(R

Croley (17.6 ppg, 8.4
rpg), Shrum (13.7 ppg, 7.0
rpg) and junior guard Jodie
Whitaker (15.4 ppg, 6.2
apg) are Kentucky's
double-figure scorers.

The Lady Kats wrap
up their regular-season
schedule Feb. 29 at home
against Virginia Tech be-
fore traveling to Albany,
Ga., for the SEC Tourn-
ament March 4-7.

MICHELE PENNIE ENDING CAREER
SAME WAY IT BEGAN

Just as she began her UK career, Michele Pennie
will end it -- sitting on the bench, watching the action
because of a serious knee injury -- bringing a sad end to a
career that once seemed so full of promise.

"The best way I could sum up my four years here is
never accomplishing any of my goals," Michele says.
"It's hard to even think of any highlights, although there
were some good moments."

Tonight, Michele will miss her 40th game at UK
because of knee problems. And on Monday, before the
Lady Kats tip off their final home game of the 1987-88
season, Michele will stand at midcourt with teammates
Bebe Croley and Monique Tarantini, and bid farewell to
the fans who supported her through thick and thin,
always believing the Clearwater, Fla., native would be
sensational if nature would just give her a chance.

"That would have to be the best memories of this
place,"” Michele says. "The people and their never-
ending support and devotion to the game of basketball.
If I had been at another school, these injuries might have
made me fade into the woodwork. But being at
Kentucky, being involved in basketball always makes
you special."

Athletically, Michele's best memories will be from
high school, where she earned all-state and honorable
mention All-American honors at Clearwater Central
Catholic High School. She led her team to two straight
state championships, and was averaging an incredible
32 points and 17 rebounds as a senior when tragedy first
struck. It was the semifinals of the state championships,
and with her team ahead at the end of the game, Michele
fell to the floor, her right knee buckling under her. The
next night she tried to play in the title game, but her
knee gave away again. And without her help, Catholic
lost its bid for a third straight crown.

Soon thereafter, Michele signed to play with UK.
But she had torn the anterior cruciate ligament in her
knee, and it would never be the same again. Surgery
enabled her to play off-and-on her first two seasons here,
and last year, as a junior, she was stronger than she had
been since high school, appearing in 24 games and
showing flashes of great ability. And this season, she
finally broke into the starting lineup when more tragedy
struck.

Kentucky was playing Marshall University on Jan.
10, and Michele was having a great game. But midway
through the second half, with Kentucky trailing by two
points, she fell with pain in her "good" knee. The rest is
history. Another torn anterior cruciate ligament and
the end of an unfulfilled career.

Michele is now left with "almosts" and "what ifs."

"But it's not going to haunt me," she says. "Anyone
can sit around and dwell about the setbacks they
experience in life, or they can go on and make the best of
situations’as they're presented to you. I would be a fool
if I didn't realize that I have been a very lucky person.
And I certainly don't regret any part of my decision to
come to Kentucky. It's the best choice I ever made."

The highlight of the Lady Kats’ era in
Memorial Coliseum came on Feb. 5,

1983. On that cold Saturday night,
10,622 enthusiastic fans filed into the
11,500-seat gymnasium to watch Ken-
tucky upset fifth-ranked Old Dominion.
That crowd constituted the largest
crowd to have ever watched a women’s
college basketball game in America.
Towa broke the record last season with
an amazing attendance of 22,000, but
Kentuckians will long remember the
excitement of that evening. The Lady

Situated along the Avenue of Cham-
pions, Memorial Coliseum is used prim-
arily for basketball games and Athletic
Department offices, but also serves as
the site of other sporting events, as well
as concerts and lectures.

Kats were ranked fourth nationally after
the Old Dominion victory, and in their
three remaining home games that sea-
son they averaged 7,600 fans.

Just as their male counterparts did
before them, the Lady Kats have made
Memorial Coliseum the home of a win-
ning high-class program. Among their
many wins is included a 31-game home-
court victory streak in 1981-82.

Plans for construction of the Coli-
seum began in 1941, when Dr. H. L.
Donovan became president of the Uni-
versity and recommended a building
“that will properly take care of our
athletics, our health services, our physi-
cal education and our recreation.”

The Coliseum was completed in 1950
at a cost of $3,995,000. The huge build-
ing was dedicated to serve as a memor-
ial to the nearly 10,000 Kentuckians
who lost their lives in World War II and
the Korean conflict. The Coliseum cov-
ers an entire city block and has as much
space as a seven-story office building.
