According to H. P. Fling,
principal of Model High School, the
Parent-Teachers  Association,  of
which-Mrs. Burt L. Sims, is presidenit,
intend to subscribe to the fund. It
is to be taken up by the members at
a meeting of the society this week ar
it is hoped that with this and other
pledges that will come in from time
to time, the $40,000 mark will be reach-
ed on the campus.

There were 1.308 subscriptions tak-
en on the campus during the three day
drive which was one of the best rec-
oids, campaiga experts state, that has
zver been made by any University
launching a similar drive for funds.
