Veterans of World War II were |
reminded today that several im-
portant GI Bill education and train-
ing procedures go into effect Nov. 1

courses

been in_existence for at least one
year, will affect veterans who have
had GI Bill training and who want
additional _training, as \\'ell a
veterans who plan for
original or supplemental Certifion-
tions of eligibility

Beginning Nov. 1, a veteran who
has completed or discontinued a GI
Bill course, and who wishes to take
another course in a different gen-
eral field, will be required to under-
g0 advisement and guidance to de-
termine his aptitudes and needs for
the new course. After advisement,
VA approval will be needed
enrollment in his new fiald of oo

We do not propose that they should be paid less, or that brick
layers, carpenters. plumbers and electricians should receive lower
wages. Working 40 hours a week at $2.50 an hour (not an unusual
wage) these men would make $6,200 a year.

The well-publicized salary-limit amendment to the state consti
tution will be presented to the voters in Tuesday's election.

Another constitutional amendment, less publicized but
as vital, would enable the state government to distribute
cent of the educational equalization fund among the communities
which need it most. In a state which has often lagged far behind
educationally, nothing could be more important than improving
standards in the areas of the one-room, short-term school. It is
obvious that these poorer districts deserve any additional funds it
is possible to give them.
