KENTUCKY HIGH SCHOOLS-1966-67

Kentucky public and private high schools are classified and
accredited by the State Board of Education. This requirement is
set forth in the law which requires that each school district in the
state provide an approved twelve-grade school service and that
rules and regulations be adopted governing the quality of this serv-
ice. The law also provides that the “Superintendent of Public In-
struction shall annually prepare or cause to be prepared and submit
for approval and publication by the State Board of Education a list
of all public and private high schools or other secondary schools in
the state, showing their classifications.” Aeccredited classifications
are given each year by official action of the Kentucky State Board
of Education on recommendations of the staff in the Division of
Instructional Services, Section on Instruction, State Department of
Education. The Commission on Secondary Schools of the Kentucky
Association of Colleges and Schools has worked in close cooperation
with the staff of the Division of Instructional Services in an ad-
visory capacity on arriving at the recommended ratings.

The number of high schools classified and accredited annually
continues to decline. This year, we have 438 high schools of all
types of organizations or 10 fewer schools than existed in 1965-66.
Table T which follows shows the number of schools classified accord-

g fo the type of organization and the controlling authority under
which they operate.

Of the 438 schools operating, 387 are high schools offering a
Program of Studies through the twelfth grade, and are considered
complete high schools. The complete high schools also show a de-
cline from year to year which means that the high schools are becom-
ing larger making it practicable to offer a broader Program of
Studies for the youth of the State.

It is the purpose of Table TIT to show the breakdown according
to the size of the complete high schools and the control under which
they are operated. In the county school distriet it will be seen that
only 2 schools with an enrollment of 99 pupils or below remain. This
year, there is a total number of 164 high schools with an enrollment
of 500 and above. Last year, this number was 158 which represents
that within the school year, 6 high schools had grown in size to an
enrollment of more than 500 pupils.

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Of the 387 complete high schools, it will be noticed that 228 are
operated by the county school districts, 84 are under control of inde-
pendent districts, 7 are state, federal or regional schools and 68 are
private schools.

The common type of high school organization conforms to either
a six-year high school, grades 7-12; for a four-year high school,
grades 9-12. For a number of years, the trend has been moving
away from the six-year high school organization to the four-year
high school organization. It will be observed, that this year there
are 101 six-year high schools and 251 four-year high school organi-
zations. Last year there were 111 six-year high schools and 260
four-year high schools.

The remaining high schools offer programs ranging from the
seventh through the eleventh grade. By far the greatest number of
these schools are organized as separate junior high schools, grades
seven, eight, and nine.

In Table 1V, there is an accumulation of information concern-
g the number of high schools representing approximately a half-
century of growth. It will be noticed that for twenty years there
was a gradual growth from 316 schools in 1915-16 to 848 in 1934-35.
It is interesting to notice that since the sechool year of 1934-35 when
there were 848 schools that there are now only 438 or a decrease of
410 schools in this period of time. This is evidence that the high
schools of the Commonwealth of Kentucky are becoming larger and
therefore offering the potentials of providing a stronger program
of education.

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The number of pupils enrolled in the high schools continues to
increase. This year there has been an increase of over 2,000 pupils
enrolled in grades 7-12 from 253,472 in 1965-66 to 255,532 in 1966-67.
Table VI listed below, reveals that 63% of all pupils enrolled in
grades 7-12 attend county high schools and 37% attend independent,
state and federal, and private high schools.

Table VI which follows gives the enrollment in all types of high
schools in the state, grades 7-12 classified according to the type of
control under which the school operates.

The greatest inerease in the number of pupils enrolled n the
high schools this year occurred in the county school districts. This
increase in the county school districts numbered 2,289 pupils from
157,237 in 1965-66 to 159,526 in 1966-67.

Table VII is presented to show the growth and the enrollment
in the high schools of the State for 50 years, from 1915-16 to 1966-67,
classified according to the white enrollment, the Negro enrollment
and the enrollment in the private schools. Since integration of white
and Negro pupils has occurred rather rapidly since 1954-55, the
State Department of Education has discontinued in keeping separate
statistics. Today almost all of the high schools are integrated sehools
and therefore nearly all of the enrollment for the publie schools 18
represented in the column headed Public White High Schools.
