The Last Time

Kentucky vs. Tennessee

The rivalry between the Kentucky
Wildecats and the Tennessee Volunteers
continued for the 146th time on January
5 in Knoxville.

Earl G. Robbins, 72, a retired Lex-
ington insurance executive, has hit pay-
dirt with his first efforts as writer of
children’s stories.

It’s a career that began at the Univer-
sity of Kentucky where, upon his retire-
ment, Robbins enrolled in the Donovan
Program (free tuition for persons over
65) and signed up for classes in creative
writing.

Macmillan company, New York City,
accepted his book-length story, “My
Caruso,” for inclusion in a forthcoming
fourth-grade reader called “Rhymes and
Reasons.”

He has a master’s degree in agricul-
ture education from UK and taught high
school in Johnson County and then
served as principal of Minerva High
School in Mason County.

He’s enthusiastic about UK’s Donovan
program. “You study only what you want
to.”

He and Mrs. Robbins have made sev-
eral trips abroad as part of a UK ex-
change student program.

Arena Information

FIRST AID

The University of Kentucky and the
Lexington Center provide for your con-
venience and welfare, a First Aid Station
on the Purple Concourse. Persons with
any type of chronic medical problem are
requested to leave their name and seat
location with the nurse on duty at the
First Aid Station. A person in need of
assistance with a health emergency
should report the situation immediately
to an usher. For University of Kentucky
events, all physicians are requested to
leave their name, seat location and any
other information required to locate
them if they receive an emergency tele-
phone call, at the UK Public Assistance
station located on the purple concourse
between sections 30 and 31. For all
other events in Rupp Arena all physi-
cians are requested to leave their name,
seat location and any other information
required to locate them if they receive
an emergency telephone call at the First
Aid Room located on the purple con-
course between sections 33 and 34. In
the event of an emergency, you will
be notified at your seat. In order that
the activities and program in Rupp
Arena not be disrupted, paging over the
public address system is not possible.

CARDIAC CARE

In cooperation with the University
Medical Service, the University of Ken-
tucky provides a cardiac resuscitation
program at all UK basketball games.

LOST AND FOUND

Lost and found articles should be re-
ported or turned in to an usher or a
security officer. You may wish to write
to the director of arena security and
describe lost articles which will be re-
turned if found.

NO HORNS

Horns are not permitted in Rupp Arena
and will be picked up at the entrances.
Be considerate and allow your neighbor
to enjoy the game. Keep portable radios
at a low volume.

GATE INFORMATION

Rupp Arena will normally open one
hour prior to any scheduled event. Please
do not leave the arena until the con-
clusion of an event or game or at half-
time if you plan to re-enter. No “Pass-
out” tickets will be issued and you will
not be permitted to re-enter.

LIQUORS

Alcoholic beverages are strictly pro-
hibited within the arena as are all foods
and drink containers including hard sur-
faced materials of any type, bottles,
cans, thermos bottles, ice bags, ice chest,
and any object related to above. Arena
pcrsonncl are instructed to enforce this
rule in the interest of safety.

PUBLIC ADDRESS

Messages for the public address an-
nouncer are acceptable only in emerg-
encies and must be approved by the
Sports Information Director at Univer-
sity of Kentucky basketball events.

Signs and barriers are restricted in
Rupp Arena in accordance with po]icies
established by arena management and
public safety officials.
