Student Agencies now employs 15
to 20 students for sorting mail. Med
ley said the new contract has been
successful for Student Agencies

Regardless of outcome, Board’s discussion of investment policy will likely draw criticism

S. African activists get lesser charge

Government’s action called victory against minority rule

JOHANNESBURG, South Africa

The government dropped treason
charges against 12 of 16 leading anti
apartheid activists yesterday, in
cluding a 66-year-old black woman
who called the action a victory
against white-minority rule

The trial of the other four will con-
tinue. 1f convicted, they could be
hanged

Police said five more people were
killed in rioting against apartheid.
which has taken about 900 lives in
nearly 16 months. Nearly all the vic:
tims have been black

Government spokesmen did not
say why the charges were dropped
but Priscilla Jana, a defense attor-
ney, said: “‘The state’s case was so
weak it just had to collapse.

Albertina Sisulu, considered the
grandmother” of the black rights
movement, said: ““This has been a
victory for us. and in the future it

The prosecution withdrew the
charges as the trial began its eighth
week. Many observers view it as the
nation’s most significant civil rights
