Korean student
in the College of Engineering, said
an interview this we
With the aid of military supplies
now being rushed in by the United
States, the army of South Korea
should be able to repel the invasion,

THE 20-YEAR-OLD engineering
student described the terrain of the
Western Korea peninsula, where the
brunt of the attack is centered, as
relatively flat. It would, he said, be
to defend against an at-
tacking armored force. The eastern
side of the peninsula is hilly and
would be easier to de!end he added.

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History Dept. Head Tells
Of College Life In Vienna

Dr. Thomas D. Clark, head of the
Department of History, has returned
from the University of Vienna, Aus-
where he taught American his-
tory since February as a staff mem-
ber of the Department of the Arm

Before the arrival of Dr. C
the University of Vienna, American
history had never been taught
that university. D Clark organised

first general American history
class and held the first seminar con-
cerning the American frontier.

At the aof Vienna, Dr.
Clark said, the faculty is a law unto
itself. Individual professors have
much more freedom of decision than
do professors in the United States
However, there are fewer persons of
professorial standing in Vienna.
Young men not entering the
teaching profession because o
tremely low salaries. A top profes-
sor will receive only about $120 per
month

EACH FACULTY ELECTS its own
dean every year, and rarely does
dean serve two consecutive years.
The faculty also elects the rector
whose position of honor and re-
spect is equal to that o fan Ameri-
