When Tax Due—Payable—Death of Decedent—Discount—Bond. 2. All taxes im-
posed by this chapter, unless otherwise herein provided for, shall be due and payable at the
death of the decedent, and if the same are paid within eighteen months, no interest shall be
charged and collected thereon, but if not so paid, interest at the rate of ten per centum per
annum shall be charged and collected from the time said tax accrued ; Provided, That if said
tax is paid within nine months from the accruing thereof a discount of five per centum shall

be allowed and deducted from said tax. And in all cases where the executors, administra-

tors, or trustees do not pay such tax within eighteen months from the death of the decedent,

they shall be required to give a bond in the form and to the effect preseribed by the State

Tax Commission for the payment of said tax, together with interest.
