between September, 1940, and Au-
gust. 1941, 246 recordings and 14
cores were borrowed from the set
During the same year, statistics
show that 129 percent of all re-
quests for the year were played for
English majors (Mr. Irvine please
note). who led the list by depart-
ments. Second were commerce ma-
jors with 111, third Romance lan-
s with 101 percent and in
fourth place music majors, With 9.8
percent

To bring the record up to date, the
tatistics for the week February 9-13,
1942, show that the average daily at-
tendance of those students not mak-
ing requests was 43 persons; the
werage number of requests played
daily for non-music majors was 19
ind the average number of requests
for music majors was less than 3
selections. There were only two re-
quests for music majors played on
ach of the first four days of the
week while six were played on PFri-

Private Jiro Suzuki, lately of the
Imperial Japanese Army now a pris-
oner of the American-Philipino
forces, is according to his inter-
viewers one amazed little man

Captured during the early days
of fighting in Southeastern Luzon
Suzuki unburdened his astonish-
ment soon after receiving medical
treatment for a few slight wounds
This was his story

T am 24 years old, a native of
Osaka (the Japanese Chicago). and
unmarried. My mother is dead and
my elder brother is serving in the
navy.

‘Early in December we sailed from
Japan and twelve days later landed
in Southeastern Luzon. We were
amazed to find American soldiers
and American officers with the Fili-
pino troops who fought us on land-
ing, as we had been told America
would never send an army to the
Philippines. Later we marched to
Manila. Then to Olongapo.

From Olongapo numbers of us
were sent behind the American lines
Before we had much chance to
fight we were surrounded by Amer-
fcan troops, subjected to heavy ar-
tillery fire and cut off from our
water supoly. While I was hunting
for water I was struck on the head.

The democratic nations have never
taken to heart the old saw about
the best offense being the best de-
fense, and must thereby lose the ini-
tial advantage in waging war. And
who is to blame for this sad state
of affairs? Certainly not the military
leader who serves as the perennial
scapegoat. The whole nation is to
blame

In fact, this situation, in which
the enemy is permitted to choose his
time, place, anq method of attack
is inherent in the democratic sys-
tem so long as the goal of the na-
tion is peace; for if a state strikes
first and without warning, it cer-
tainly cannot be called “peace lov-
ing” but. rather, becomes the agres-
sor.
