The University of Kentucky today is proud to welcome its oldest and most cherished fo.r)Lb.nlI
rival, the University of Tennessee, once more to the land of the bluegrass, famous for its hospitality
and horses, and which we hope in the future will be just as celebrated for its football.

What the Army and Navy game is to the military and naval services and what the H:n'\::u‘d and
Yale game is to the East (or as it once was), so the Kentucky and Tennessee football game is to the
grand old Commonwealth of Kentucky. And long may it flourish, with the tie of friendship eve:
strengthening between Wildcat and Volunteer.

Turn back the leaves of time to the Gay Nineties. The guns of the Spanish-American X\’ar.h?fd
just ceased to roar. Song writers still were heroizing Admiral Dewey for the rather neat job he did in
Manila Bay. “There’ll be a Hot Time in the Old Town Tonight” was on every crooner’s lips. The
army still wore blue uniforms. The gas buggy was the big laugh of the day and a forward pass just
wasn’t.

That was the picture when the Universities of the sister States of Kentucky and Tennessee, both
in their infancies as far as big universities go, decided to allow their football teams to meet for the
first time in 1899.

The game was played on a cold afternoon, November 4, at Knoxville, Tennessee, and W. R.
(Dick) Bass was the Kentucky coach. The boys from Lexington were not called Wildcats at that time
and it is doubtful if the Tennessee lads were known as Volunteers at that early date.

I wasn’t there, being only a few months old at the time, but it was a gala occasion anyway, with a
huge crowd of several hundred college boys and town sports on hand, walking up and down the side-
lines and getting in the way of the officials. Tennessee won the game by 12 to 0 but that mattered
little. The really important thing was the birth of a football rivalry between Kentucky and Tennessee
which has continued with but few interruptions down to the present and which is being renewed this
afternoon on Stoll Field, home of the Wildcats.

Tennessee has an edge over Kentucky in the number of games won during this long series of
twenty-eight games, the Volunteers havin‘é come out on top fourteen times, while Kentucky has been
able to win but eight. Six of the games have resulted in ties.

The Volunteers won the first two games of the series and they have won the last three. In fact,
Kentucky has not been able to defeat the gallant Tennesseeans since 1925, and it is just about time
that the Vols were sent back home on the short end of the score. Ten years is a mighty long time.

There have been many exciting battles in the long series but two stand out in recent years as
thrillers, especially from the standpoint of a Kentuckian. T.ook back to that 1925 game played on
Stoll Field. The Vols scored first in the second minute of play on a long run by Elmore and a couple
of plunges by Dotson. It looked like easy pickings for Tennessee.

But Kentucky had four players that vear who stood out over the best that Tennessee could offer
and they refused, along with the other Wildcats, to accent defeat. “Cave Man” Rice, a oreat Ken-
tucky tackle, kept breaking through and blockine Tennessee punts all afternoon. And Ab Kir-
win, fullback, kept throwing passes to Len Tracy, halfback, to give Kentucky three touchdowns. But
every time the 'Cats forged ahead the Vols would score another touchdown and nobody could ouess
how such a game would end. Finally Gayle Mohney, Kentucky aunarterback, made a beautiful drop
kick for a field goal and Kentucky won by the unusual score of 23 to 20.

Then there was that famous “Battle of the Snow” which also was fought on Stoll Field in 1929.
It resulted in a 6 to 6 deadlock and it bounced our Tennessee friends right out of a National cham-
pionship and a nice long trip to the Rose Bowl.

The Volunteers were exected to give the Wildcats an awful lacing that bitter afternoon but the
Kentuckians refused to be licked. In fact they outplayed the visitors by a wide marein, stopping
the famous touchdown twins, Hackman and McEver, at every turn. The only thing that kept the
Vols from taking a severe drubbing was the phenominal punting of Bobby Dodd, now assistant
coach at Georgia Tech. Officials and visitine football experts who saw that game declared that no
team in the country could have defeated either Kentucky or Tennessee that day.

Let us hope that this afternoon’s game will combine all the thrills of the battles of 1925 and 1929.
We have a feeling that the thousands of loyal fans here today will see a football game that will go
down in history, leaving a pleasant memory for them to cherish down through the years.

Again, our old friends from Tennessee, we welcome you to Kentucky. You have lost a few games
this season but so have we, just as both of us have won a few. You have a fine football team and we
respect you as we do your coach, Major Bill Britton. We wish you the best of Iuck but we also hope
to give you a licking today.

May the series never end.




CHET WYNNE, WE SALUTE YOU!

The University of Kentucky is indeed fortunate in
having as its head football coach and athletic director
the Hon. Chester Allen Wynne, Bachelor of Arts, Bache-
lor of Laws, and—Doctor of Football—once a great full-
back on the gridiron; now recognized as an outstanding
football mentor; once a star law student at Notre Dame
University, now a barris-
ter at law and former
member of the Nebraska
State Legislature.

Born in Kansas, Chet
Wynne attended the grad-
ed and high schools of
that state, then enrolled at
Notre Dame, where he
soon attracted the atten-
tion of Knute Rockne,
great coach of the Irish,
and before long was a reg-
ular member of the foot-
ball team in the halcyon
era at South Bend.

Although rather slight
of stature, Wynne became
a star fullback on the No-
tre Dame teams of his un-
dergraduate years, playing
in the same backfield with
such other great players
as the immortal George
Gipp, and Frank Thomas,
who coached Alabama to a |
Rose Bowl championship
last fall.

“The Chetter,” as he
was called at Notre Dame,
would have gone down in
the annals of his alma
mater as a great athlete
even if he had never 4
touched a football, for he ; '
was just as outstanding on
the track as he was on the
gridiron. Wynne was the
greatest high hurdler ever
to wear a Notre Dame
track suit. He established

a new world’s record for NIT T QT T
the 60-yard indoor high CHESTER
hurdles, and the trackrec- Heap COACH AND

ord which he established
in the 120-yard high hur-
dles at Notre Dame never has been equaled.

After four years at Notre Dame, and with sheepskin
in hand, Mr. Wynne set out to face the world. Although
an attorney, Chet turned to athletics for a career, and
after coaching successfully at a small Kansas college, he
was called to Creighton, where he guided the Blue Jays
to a Missouri Valley Conference championship.

ATHLETIC DIRECTOR

While living at Omaha, Nebraska, Mr. Wynne was
elected to the State Legislature, serving out his term be-
fore heeding the call of Alabama Tech (Auburn), to take
command of athletics down there. Auburn’s football

teams hadn’t won a conference game in years when Chet
went to that

An Auburn touchdown was
something most unusual.
Taking a green and
downtrodden squad of
players, Mr. Wynne worked
wonders at Auburn. It was
not long hbefore Auburn
began to loom up in South-
ern football circles. Old
enemies who had used Au-
purn’s team as a door mat
began to sit up and take
notice. In his second year,
Coach Wynne’s Auburn
team knocked the day-
lights out of both the Uni-
versity of Georgia and
Tulane, both of which had
been humiliating Auburn
for years. Then, in his
third season, he coached
Auburn to a Southern
Conference Football cham-
pionship. His team was
undefeated that season.
Two years ago, the Uni-
versity of Kentucky, seek-
ing a new deal in athletics,
prevailed on Coach Wynne
to come to Lexington and
assume command of a de-
plorable situation. Ken-
tucky was slipping back-
ward each year. Wynne
stepped into the breach
and things immediately
began to look up. Although
his team could do no bet-
' ter than break even last
| year, his first at Ken-
| tucky, in a ten-game
schedule, no team was able
to humiliate the Wildcats.
With most of his 1934
team returning, plus a
good crop of graduates
from last year’s freshman
team, Coach Wynne now has some fairly good material
with which to work. The outlook is encouraging at Ken-
tucky now and Kentuckians see in Coach Wynne a Moses
who will lead the Wildcats to the promised land.
Mr. Wynne is married and is the father of two chil-
drén, Chester Allen Wynne, Jr., and Miss Willow Wynne,
who was born last August.

THEY HEAD THE WILDCATS

When Chet Wynne, Kentucky’s head football coach and athletic director, took over
the reins here just prior to the 1934 season, his first job was to assemble a staff to assist
him in bringing Kentucky football up to the level where it belongs. This group was to
be the board of strategy and to function as an army’s general staft with Mr. Wynne as
the chief.

From Auburn, where he coached with great success before coming to Kentucky, the
Chetter brought Porter Grant, a great end on Auburn’s team for three years, to teach
the Kentucky ends what they should know. That his teachings have brought results
was shown last Saturday when Ohio State’s backs were set back time and again when
they tried to circle the Wildcat flanks.

Seeking the best in line coaches, Coach Wynne signed up a big Irishman, Ted
Twomey, native of Minnesota, former Notre Dame All-American tackle, who was coach-
ing the line at the University of Georgia while Wynne was at Auburn. Coach Twomey’s
line can be expected to give a good account of itself against any foe. We again refer you
to the Ohio State game when Kentucky’s forward wall, vastly outweighed, outplayed the
Scarlet wall.

Then there was a brilliant little quarterback who had helped bring fame to the
University of Alabama. He is Frank Moseley. Mr. Wynne brought Frank along to as-
sist with the freshman and varsity backs. Bob Davis, Wildcat sophomore haltback, and
Elmore Simpson, sophomore fullback, came in for Moseley’s attention last year. Look
at them now—accomplished players.

Birkett Lee Pribble, head freshman coach, and Bernie Shiveley, freshman line coach,
already were here when Mr. Wynne arrived. He saw fit to retain them and they have
proven that Coach Wynne’s judgment was sound. Pribble is a former Wildcat captain,
while Shive was an All-American guard at Illinois before coming to Kentucky as assist-
ant varsity coach in 1927.

Now they really have no use for a beer keg at Knoxville, with so many bottles and cans
being turned out by the manufacturers, and it would be a fine idea for the Wildcats to win
this game so that the keg could be honored in its old home town tonight and on into the future.

By the way—it really isn’t a beer keg anyway; it originally held vinegar or pickles or may-
be pins and needles.
