Controlled falls aboard an airplane flight
were used to simulate a zero-gravity envi-
ronment.

Researchers at the Head Injury Research
Center have developed the first anabolic
cocktail - a combination of nutritional and
growth supplements - to help patients
recover from traumatic brain injury.
Royalties from inventions bring in over
$2.4 million a year, ranking the university in
the top 40.

Students

e Enrollment on the main campus, Chandler
Medical Center and Lexington Community
College is more than 30,000.

3,100 students are enrolled in the five
colleges in the Chandler Medical Center.
5,200 students live on campus in 18 resi-
dence halls or apartment complexes.

250 organizations offer students a wide
variety of interests to choose from.
