McCarthy Wins Connecticut Upsets,

Gains Voice In Delegation Vote

United Press Intemational

HARTFORD, CONN. — Sen.
Eugene J. McCarthy's forces
Wednesday upset in three major
cities the regular party organi-
zation headed by Democratic Na-
tional Chairman John B. Bailey
in their primary battle for a
strong voice in picking delegates
to the National Convention.

McCarthy slates won in New
Haven, New Britain and Stam-
ford, where the regular party
headed by Bailey, also the State
Chairman, has been unchallenge-
able for years.

At stake in primaries in 30
towns and cities were 300 of the
970 delegates to the state conven-
tion that will pick 44 delegates
for the Democratic National Con-
vention.

First tallies showed the Mc-
Carthy forces picked up 115 of the
300

An unofficial statewide vote
count showed about 37,000 regis-
tered Democrats backed the party
organization headed by Bailey
and about 30,000 voted for Mec-
Carthy candidates.

Seats Insure Some Voice

The McCarthy camp wanted
to win a share of the national
slate by picking up delegate
strength at the state level. The
seats won insure their having
some voice in the state decision

“If we win 20 percent of the
delegates to thestate convention,
we will break the unit rule and
we will pose an expression of the
public that the party organiza-
tion will not be able to ignore,’
said the Rev. Joseph Duffey of
West Hartford, Head of the Min-

nesota Senator’s campaign in the
Nutmeg State.

The party organization is
headed by Bailey, Gov. John N.
Dempsey and Sen. Abraham Ribi-
coff, all of whom were on the
Hartford slate. Hartford stayed
loyal to Bailey as expected.

Bailey had pledged the orga-
nization to President Johnson and
when the President announced
his withdrawal Bailey said it
would be neutral. Bailey and
Ribicoff were among the first
men outside the inner circle to
support Sen. John F. Kennedy
for the presidency in 1956 and

On April 26

Phil Patton, who was elected
chairman of the UK Students
for McCarthy last night, has an-
nounced that Sen.

Casey ‘Tired’ After Trials

Only 12 seconds remained on
the clock when Pete Maravich
and Tom Boerwinkle helped
Mike Casey off the playing floor
at Albuquerque, New Mexico,
Saturday night

Casey's severely sprained an-
kle marked the end of a long,
eventful season

Casey is now back at UK,
able to get away from basketball
for the time being. When asked
about the recent trials, he said,
“It's an honor to get to play
in the trials, but everyone wants
to make the (Olympic) team.”

And that about summarizes
Mike Casey, he always wants
to win.

Casey sparkplugged the Wild-
cats to the Southeastern Confer-
ence championship. He constant-
ly played well under pressure.
He was always hustling, con-
tinually going after the loose
ball or trying for the steal. Coach
Rupp aptly described him after
one UK win as “a tenacious
player.”

With the SEC crown won,
attention turned to the Mideast
Regional. In the final against
Ohio State, Casey made some
key baskets late in the game
that kept it close. Then there
was the disputed out-of-bounds
call that proved to be UK's de
mise. Rupp said after the game,
“Casey is bitter over the call.”
Rupp once said, “All Casey
knows is ‘win.” "’

‘Tired And Let Down’

After the heart-breaking loss
to Ohio State, Casey accepted
an invitation to the Olympic
trials. Casey was admittedly
“tired and let down'" after the
tournament loss. But that desire
to play and win was still there.

Casey said he played well un-
til the last game. ‘I messed my-
self up in the last one. We just
couldn’t get anything going.’

He didn’t shoot as much as
he usually does. As for defense,
“the games improved my defense
because they'd take me one on
one under the basket,”” he said.

Casey said, “The coach didn’t
give Pete a chance. He averaged
13 minutes of playing time and
you can’t do anything in 13 min-
utues.”

Casey said it was ‘“‘great’
playing the other guard spot with
Maravich. ““He’san All-American
in every way. He's a terrific
passer. He surprised me some-
times, he surprises everybody.”

Tennessee's 7 foot Tom Boer-
winkle was the big man that
didn’t make the team. Boerwin-
kle had some good shots, but
“he missed a lot,” Casey said.

Casey missed making the
team, but he gained much ex-
perience against some of the na-
tion's best. His desire to win
hasn't been extinguished, just
quelled until next December.

And as his SEC teammates
helped him off the floor, they
said jokingly, “That’s one way
of getting publicity.”

Miss Peden, who cast the lone
dissenting vote against the Pres-
ident’s Commission report blam-
ing ghetto riots on white racism,
said “Dr. King's death (and the
resulting uprisings) has pointed
vividly at the findings the com-
mission made—there are two so-
cieties. And we are a nation di-
vided between blacks and
whites.” i

On what she feels is the second
most prominent issue among stu-
dents, the Vietnam war, she said

“Students feel this problem is
now in the negotiation stage, as
contrasted to the situation three
weeks ago.”’

““The reaction I've seen so far
on the draft is amazing —the spirit
of patriotism that characterizes
our young people,” Miss Peden
said.

“I think it's a great contrast
to see Kentucky men and women
as compared to the other college
students.”

Among the topics she was
asking about were federal aid to
education, Dr. Oswald’s resig-
nation, the (non-voting) student
trustee, out-of-state students, the
acceptance of black students on
campus and, of course, current
national issues.
