ON THE COLLEGE FRONT:

Getting Caught In Draft Can Be Profitable
If You Use Some Foresight And Initiative

80 you are getting caught in the
draft!

This is & fact that faces thousands
of college men this summer, not a
few of whom will come from this
University.

But the draft can be & fairly prof-
itable proposition for those with
a little foresight and initiative

In the first place, you don't have
10 go into the army at all. At least
many of you con't. There are sev-
eral other branches of the service
with very attractive offers.

The best on the block—and con-
sequently the most over-crowded
right now—is the U. S. Marine Corps'
officer candidate training. Every
graduate unversity man is eligible,
if unmarried and over twenty. The
attraction of this offer is that in
six months you become a second lieu-
tenant with pay at $183 per month.

Length of service is for the dura-
tion of the emergency, whereas the
army officially asks only a year.
But there are plenty of indications
that the army isn't going to release
the first crop of draftees at the
end of their year.

COMMISSION

After three months’ work the men
who stick with the course are com-
missioned second lieutenants in the
Marine Reserve. They continue the
training course for three months
more, and if they pass the final tests
they go into active service with
troops for the duration of the emer-

gency.
Lt. Col. Shaler Ladd. Marine liai-
son officer with the Selective Service
office, gave this correspondent an
impressive description of life on ac-
tive duty. Unlike the army, which
ips you to the nearest camp, the
Marine Corps scatters its men all
over this hemisphere. About the clos-
est you can get is South Carolina
The last class was sent to Cuba.
Other possible destinations are Pan-
ama, Columbia, several Central
American republics, about half the
islands in the Caribbean, California
and one young officer has got as far

The Navy announces this week
that it is now taking applications
for ensign's training, a course simi-
lar to that of the Marines. Service
here is also for the duration of the
emergency.

Students with two years of col-
lege behind them, unmarried, over
twenty and under 28 are eligible
for a four-month shore training
course at the end of which they
will attain an ensign rank and be
shipped to sea. An ensign's pay is
$125 per month clear over room.
board, uniforms, launcry, ete.

Most popular and toughest branch
of the Navy is the air service. The
same  requirements are necessary
for this as for ensign training. Ap-
plicants spend their first month
learning to fly at Anacostia. If they
pass this successfully they are sent
to either Pensacola or Jacksonville
air bases for flight training. This
course requires a good deal of signal-
ling and navigation besides plenty of
fiying ability—and there are “wash

outs” for hopeful cadets at every
step.
At best, however, for those not

interested in the military life these
branches of the service are gambles.
Maybe the emergency will last ten
years and you will be stuck for the
whole of it, while you might get out
of the Army at the end of a year.
Then. again, you may be turned

down by these services because of
physical or other reasons.

But don turn defeatist. There
are plenty of opportunities in the
Army.

General Hershey said that the
Army will open its officer-candidate
schools this summer In which men
will take a six-month training
course, and come up for second-
lieutenant’s commissions.

These courses are available to
men, crafted or enlisted, who have
been in the Army for six months.
A limited quota is taken from the
different branches of the Army, and
applicants must be recommended
by their commanding officers. The
Selective Service Chief sald that at
first they were authorized to train
10,000 such officers.

“However, we need 20000 and 1
expect the quotas to be increased be-
fore long.” he acded

The General said that these of-
ficer-candidate schools offered par-
ticuarly good opportunities for col-
lege men.

Of course, you're going 0 find a
lot of old enlisted men. who have
been in the Army for years out for
those jobs, t00,” he said, “but bright,
young college fellows, with keen
minds and initiative can usually take
the olaer men in stride. In this
mechanized war the younger men,
with sharp wits and quicker reflexes,
make the best officers and soldiers,
anyway. s what the Army is
looking for in leadership.”

General Hershey also said that
those who did not make che officer-
candidate courses had good chances
of getting corporals’ or sergeants’
stripes. With the Army increasing
all the time, he said, more and more
“non-coms” are needed.

Unidentified Bacillus Kills

Germs Of Typhoid, Diptheria ==

‘Two tiny organisms living in cul-
tivated soils have been found to se-
crete still unidentified substances
that will destroy the germs of such
important diseases as human typhoid
and aiphtheria by Dr. P. A. Ark
and Marjorie L. Hunt, at the Uni-
versity of California

f the organisms had been dis-
covered previously, but the other, a
yellow spore-bearing bacillus, is still
unidentified and may be a species
previously unknown to science.

The substances secreted by the
two bacilli are of unnnown composi-
tion, but in experiments so far they
have wiped out a wide variety of
cisease producing bacteria and fungi
including those that cause fire
blight in_ fruit trees, fusarium wilt
in vegetables and grain, the bacterla
causing chicken diarrhea. the diph-
theria bacillus, the pus forming sta-

ylecoccus that causes boils, and
the typhoid bacteria

Tests leading up to the discovery
of the germ-killing secretions have
extended over a period of ten years.

A new ciagnostic technique of
value in cases of tumors of the brain
and spinal column was reported to-
day by Dr. R. Aird, assistant profes-
sor of surgery in the University Med-
ical school

The technique consists simply of
applying pressure on the jugular
vein of the neck, which exaggerates
the signs and symptoms of persons
suffering from such tumors.

In the current issue of the Ar-
chives of Neurology and Psychiatry,
Dr. Aird cites 100 cases in which the
method has been used and reportea
two instances in which it gave
“striking aid” to patients who oth-
erwise might have died from opera-
