In his last will and testament,
Patterson presented to the Univer-
sity his library embracing several
thousand volumes and worth $10,000.
He also provided that the library
should remain intact as a unit, and
books should not be taken from the
room, wherein they were placed for
study, by anyone whomsoever.
Last, he bequeathed $400 per year
for the upkeep, maintenance, and
good condition of the room.
Included in collection of
books are those pertaining to Greek
and Roman classical literature and
English history. Also, the library
contains famous illustrated Bibles,
Peerage books, and several books on
British genealogy.
