The Rev. Jesse Jackson knows he
has time on his side.

He knows that the circles of hate
and self-hate and spiritual elevation
are necessary and continuing ele-
ments of human existence

But he also realizes that a great
many fractures in the circle threaten
1o stymie the process.

Among those, he said in an inter-
view after his speech at Memorial
Coliseum last night, is a bruised
sense of hope among some groups
of people.

“Hope is the key. If you can keep
your hope alive, if you can keep
your dreams alive, you're turning
stumbling blocks into stepping
stones.”

Jackson, who for more than a
decade has been at the forefront of
civil and human rights movements
and who has become a kind of spiri-
tual leader in the process, said the
next generation of black leadership
will come from all areas of Ameri-
can society.

The uplifting of those without
hope in the black community, he
said, will and ought to be a group
effort.

“What we have now that's so
positive is our base of leadership
has grown. We have 40 congres-
sional, federal legislative leaders.
We have 20-plus mayors. We have

several thousand public officials.
We have lawyers, litigators, minis-
ters who are spiritual leaders.

“I say you have to have demon-
stration, litigation, legislation, reg-
istration and independent political
initiatives. All of that leadership is
important.”

Despite the positives that Jackson
recognizes in the black community,
he said there are trouble areas, such
as explicit and often degrading rap
music lyrics.

Jackson was quick to caution,
though, that rap as music form is
not the culprit but rather a few art-
ists who seek to exploit it.

“All of us who speak or sing or
perform or produce must live the
consequences of our actions and
our choices,” he said. “To be a mu-
sician is to have a great gift. Using
that gift to illuminate people, to lift
people is good use of that gift, but
10 abuse that gift to perpetuate deca-
dence and degeneracy is not
healthy.

“All this explicit lyrics, the sug-
gestive violence ... many people
are right on the edge in the first
place. The suggestive lyrics about
equating women to female dogs, no
one should be able to do that. We
all have a responsibility.”

But Jackson said one must not al-
low abrasive rap music to scar what
be calls a “tremendous art form.”

“Some rap spiritual. Some rap

Civil rights
leader uses
UK sports to
make points

Nations must look ahead to the
future in reaching total equality
among people, the Rev. Jesse Jack-
son told a diverse crowd at Memori-
al Coliseum last night.

“You can’t go far looking back-
ward,” Jackson said. “You have to
push ahead "

Jackson, president of the National
Rainbow Coalition and two-time
presidential candidate, said every-
one looks the same in the dark. He
urged people to tum on the light
and live together.

At UK, the majority of the bas-
ketball department is white, but the
basketball team represents three
races, black, white and Hispanic,
Jackson said, holding up a research
packet detailing the racial makeup
of UK’s basketball program.

He pointed that all of the radio
and television personalities who
cover UK basketball are white.

“We can shoot, but can’t we
talk,” Jackson quipped.

Jackson said it seems easier for
people to accept people who are not
white on the courts and playing
fields than in administrative posi-
tions.

Jackson's theme for the speech
was a “call and challenge to our na-
tional character.”

He said the United States was
bom with racism, sexism and class-
ism.

“Somehow we must rebuild and
recapture and redeem the structure
of our nation,” Jackson said.

The crowd of about 3,000 shout-
ed “amen” and “yes” as Jackson
stressed equality and equal rights.

“Suffering  breeds character.
Character breeds faith. In the end,
faith will prevail,” Jackson said.

Racism, which often leads to
physical violence, is still alive,
Jackson said.

But “nobody has the right to kill
anybody. We must stop the killing.
We must redeem the soul of our na-
tion. You can’t give up. You have
to keep this drive.

“You must maintain that drive to
survive and the will 0 be free,”
Jackson said.

If the beaiing of Rodney King in
1991 in Los Angeles was not cap-
tured on videotape, Jackson said,
Americans probably would not
have believed King's story.

“The nation cried out racism (af-
ter the beating), and the nation was
right,” Jackson said emphatically.
“It was racism.”

To close the lecture, Jackson in-
vited the audience to chant with
him his famous dictum, “Keep hope
alive.” And immediately following
the lecture, be took questions from
audience members on subjects rang-
ing from abortion to equal employ-
ment.

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SGA proposition would
extend committee power

A bylaw amendment that would
extend the power of Student Gov-
emment Association standing com-
mittees will go before the full Sen-
ate next Wednesday night with an
unfavorable recommendation

The SGA Senate’s Operations
and Evaluations committee last
night voted against an amendment
that would allow committees to
amend bills permanently without
having sent the original to the full
Senate.

The SGA bylaws currently only
allow amendments to be attached if
they are accepted by the author of
the bill or if a majority of the com-
mittee wishes to add them

The bylaw amendment would al-
low a commitiee to amend a bill
without regard to the author’s feel-
ing about the amendment.

Operations and Evaluation chair-
man and Senator at Large Jennifer
Schwartz said she thinks “it should
be the whole Senate voting on a bill
and not just the committee.”

Schwartz said she thinks it is un-
fair to the author because it could
mean a bill requesting money could
be done cut down before it ever
reached the Senate floor.

However, Senator at Large Trent
Knuckles, who is not an Operations
and Evaluations committee member
but was on hand to present the by-
law amendment, said the amend-
ment is needed because it allows
the committees to do their jobs

more effectively.

“It is the committee’s job to trim
the fat off a bill," be said after the
vote had been taken

During debate over the amend-
ment, Knuckles said the committees
“should clean up the bills” before
the bill reaches the Senate floor.

“We are just a small committee
and so are the others. Our commit-
tee could only be six voices and not
the whole Senate,” Schwartz coun-
tered.

“But that's what (the committees)
are supposed to do,” Knuckles said.

Knuckles presented this bylaw
amendment as a result of a study
done by he and National Issues For-
um chairman Ken Luthy

Knuckles and Luthy found sever-

18 candidates file for freshmen senator

New deadline, more publicity boosted
number of applicants, SGA official says

For 17 freshmen senator candi-

dates, the election slogan could well
be “Better Late than Never.”

After the filing deadline for can-
didates was extended last week, the
Student Government Association
was swamped with 17 new applica-
tions for the four freshman seats.

Only one candidate had applied

for the post when the original dead-
line expired Sept. 27.

The extended registration period
ended yesterday afternoon

“When I came in today, I was ec-
static to find the large number of
candidates,” said Kim Meadors,
chairwoman for fall elections

The first deadline disaster, Mea-
dors said, was caused by miscom-
munication. She said there was
qQuite a bit of confusion about the

t

deadlines and a $30 deposit re-
Quired of candidates.

Meadors also said the large in-
crease in candidates was because of
publicity the new deadline received.

This year's fall elections will dif-
fer from those in the past, Meadors
said, because graduate students will
be voting as well. Graduate School
senator Steve Olshewsky resigned
carlier this month, leaving his posi-
tion vacant

Because Olshewsky ran unop-
posed for the Graduate School seat,
a new election will have to be held
1o find a replacement. If other can-
didates had run against Olshewsky,

Meadors explained, SGA would
have awarded the office to the run-
ner-up.

“This election has two extremes
— freshmen and graduate stu-
dents,” Meadors said. The only
problem officials forsee with the
election is how SGA will verify
whether voters are freshmen or
graduate students.

Freshmen may vote only for
freshmen senator candidates, and
graduate students may vote only for
their senate representative.

Elections will be held on October
6and 7.
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Attorney: Defense searching
for scapegoats in beating trial

LOS ANGELES — Prosecutors
are looking for scapegoats in the
beating of Reginald Denny and
failed to prove that the man charged
with hurling a brick at the trucker
was the attacker seen on a video-
tape, a defense attorney said today.

“This case has no credibility
whatsoever. This case should not
have been before you,” attorney Edi
Faal, who represents Damian Wil-
liams, said in closing arguments.

Faal said prosecutors failed in
their primary mission: identifying

Williams as the man seen beating
Denny on videotape in the opening
moments of the April 1992 riots.
He accused prosecutors of playing
10 jurors’ emotions rather than rea-
son.

Yesterday, the lawyer represent-
ing defendant Henry Watson con-
ceded during his closing argument
that his client probably assaulted
Denny when he put his foot on
Denny's neck, but said Watson cer-
tainly didn’t intend to kill him

“He put the foot gingerly on the
neck ... and he was doing some-
thing to protect Mr. Denny from
further assault,” defense attorney
Earl Broady said.

Watson and Williams, who are
black, are charged with attempied
murder in the attack on Denny, a
white trucker who was pulled from
his rig and bloodied after four white
policemen were acquitted in the
Rodney King beating.

The attack was captured on video

by a TV helicopter overhead and
broadcast live.

The defendants are also accused
of other attacks at the same inter-
section in South Central Los An-
geles.

If convicted of attempted murder,
Williams, 20, and Watson, 29,
could get life in prison.

Broady told jurors that Watson
got “caught up” in the rioting.

“He was there because he was
upset with the injustice in connec-
tion with the King case,” the lawyer
said.

commercials. Some rap politics.
Some rap poetry. And some rap ri-
diculous,” he said. “You must
make the judgment.”

Judgment, making choices,
emerged several times throughout
Jackson's lecture last night, and af-
terward he repeated the theme in
analyzing the state of young blacks
who attend predominantly white
colleges and universities, such as
UK.

An important factor in a black
student’s survival and success at
these schools is making connec-
tions with other people while creat-
ing a “comfort zone™ for oneself,

he said.

When Jackson, for instance, sits
in a room filled with white men, he
is aware that he is different, “but I
am not awestricken — not intimi-
dated,” he said.

“I have a comfort level because in
my own development I have learned
1o relate to people whether they are
from Europe or Lebanon or Israel or
Africa or Lexington or New York.”

But this ability to relate has vital
mending power for all rifts between
people, Jackson said. The survival
of America’s racial and ethnic com-
munities depends on it

“One of the advantages of going
1o school is that you leamn (o build
coalitions,” he said. “It’s a sad thing
if you can only find comfort around
people who are of one race or one
religion.”

If Sweet Water's self-titled debut
proves nothing else, it's that Seattle
has more sounds than grunge wait-
ing to be discovered.

They're not hard. They're not

heavy. They're not even alterna-
tive. Sweet Water is simply rock
with an attitude, sometimes up-
tempo, sometimes mellow, but al-
ways with an intelligence that sep-
arates it from Top 40 fare.

Being caught in a limbo between
mainstream and altemative seems
to be common these days.

Pearl Jam, and more recently
Stone Temple Pilots, have shown
that existing on a higher-than-the-
rut plane of rock sensibility can ap-
peal to a wide range of audiences
and sell a lot of records.

Selling a lot of records, howev-
er, is something Sweet Water
won't accomplish with this release.

It’s not that this album is all bad.
Sweet Water's heart is obviously
in the right place on songs like
“Head Down,” “Crawl” and “King

‘While influencing the creation of
new musical forms like the spiritu-
al, the blues, gospel and jazz, the
original African elements remained
as a sort of eternal wellspring of in-
spiration for new musical trends.

We in America are doubly
blessed, as we have another, equal-
ly ancient and just as deeply en-
trenched wellspring: that of the
folk music brought here hundreds
of years ago from England, Ireland
and Scotland.

This tradition also remained iso-
lated from modern trends, until ra-
dio and then television entered
even the most distant hills and hol-
lers and replaced that musical heri-
tage with a mass-marketed com-
mercial product.

And this tradition also usually
was associated with poverty — and
is still often considered the “ignor-
ant” artistic product of uneducated
rural Americans.

These are the ballads, work-
songs and stories of the Anglo-
Saxon oral tradition — a tradition
as rich, colorful and almost com-
pletely forgotten today as that of
the West African world.

This folk tradition served as a
wellspring in the late 1950s and
early '60s — the “folk revival”
Parker said arose as young Ameri-
cans sought a more honest and ac-
curate musical expression than the
commercial pop of the glamorous
*50s era.

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UK’s defense improves
under new coach’s lead

Primarily, they are the same
faces and bodies. About the same
talent. On game day, they tram-
ple onto the field wearing the
same uniforms as last season.
And they appear to have the
same level of urgency to com-
plete their jobs as before

Yet, when on the football field
thus far this season, UK's defen-
led by positive
preaching, first-year defensive
coordinator Mike Archer, seem
to be a different group of posers
than those of the past few sea-
sons.

UK’s interceptions are up. And
opponents’ scoring and overall
yardage are down. As a result,
UK is 2-2, a Florida memory
away from 3-1

Archer, who disclaims any per-
sonal credit and heaps it solely
onto his players, must be given
some. It was Archer who
scrapped what is becoming an
outdated 3-4 defense and brought
his 4-3 defense to UK from Vir-
ginia

When he first arrived, Archer
said he wanted to implement a
(former UK coach) Jerry Clai
borne-type  defense, meaning
physical, enthusiastic and more
emotional. It was the type of de-
fense he was familiar with while
coaching at Louisiana State Uni-
versity

Archer said the main differ-
ence in his defensive units this
season is a level of confidence, a
succinctly  different  attitude
Their game isn’t about inches or
the laws of physics. It's a mental
game of “Yes, I can.”

This newfound certainty grows
from practice to practice, game to
game. More importantly, it grows
from player to player. Archer has
sent his second and third defen-

sive units into games so far,
creating better practice morale,
resulting in a little more than 16
points per game for UK oppo-
nents, the least scored against
UK in the past 13 years.

One way to tell there is better

overall defense play is that you
don’t hear, “Tackle by Many
Moore™ after every UK defensive
play.

Archer took Moore, the South-
eastem  Conference’s leading
tackler the past two seasons,
aside before the season began. He
told his senior linebacker not to
get discouraged if his tackle out-
put was lower this season.

Because the 4-3 defense is a
roving-type  defense,  others
would be thrown into the fray
and expected to make big plays
as well

Look to Darryl Conn to back
that up. Conn? He's one of those
guys taking advantage of oppor-
tunity. With UK clinging to a 21-
17 lead in the fourth quarter
against South Carolina, he made
a nice strip to take the ball away
from Carolina running back
Brandon Bennett.

Though Moore is second in the
SEC and leads the team in tackles
(44), he is getting help from
teammates. Duce Williams (26),
Marcus Jenkins (25), Don Robin-
son (23) and Steven Hall (21)
round out the top five UK tack-
lers

What a pleasant surprise Jen-
kins has been. The Long Beach
City College transfer looks more
like a Tyrannosaurus Rex from
“Jurassic Park," roaming the field
with an “everything is mine”
mentality

With a more balanced defen-
sive stranglehold, UK is register-
ing its best defensive numbers
since 1989, Claiborne’s final
year.

The defense is giving up 354
yards per game, 27 yards less
than last year. Also, UK oppo-
nents are rushing for 165.8 yards
per game, 22 yards less than last
season. The most shocking statis-
tic is the Cats’ 11 interceptions,
including seven against Florida.
The 1992 defense had 12 the en-
tire season.

Redshirted senior helping
Wildcats with her experience

The sixth-ranked UK women's

volleyball team features some of

While the redshirt season is pri-
marily for academic reasons, Al-
dridge is not only taking advantage
of her time away from completion
in the classroom.

She insists that a season looking
on from the sidelines is making her
a much better player and helping
her concentrate on the position
change she will be making next
year.

Despite playing outside hitter for
the past three seasons, the UK
coaching staff is moving her to the
middie blocker for her final season.

“I get to focus on academics and
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learn my new position,” she said
Saturday after the Wildcats' victory
over Butler.

Although she is making the best
of her situation, Aldridge is under-
standably anxious to get back to
game action.

“Everything will be so fresh next
year,” she said. “I'm ready 0 go
right now.”

Even though she can't take part
in Wildcat contests, Aldridge says
she is still working her hardest at
every practice and preparing for her
final season.

“I do everything. I'm at weights
at seven in the moming.

Without Aldridge’s presence, the
Wildcats might not be undefeated
and one of the nation’s hottest
squads at this point. With her expe-
rience and charisma, Aldridge acts
as the glue that holds the team to-
gether.

“She is probably one of the most
important parts of the team as far as
the camaraderie of the group and
making sure its still a fun situa-
tion,” said UK head coach Fran
Ralston-Flory.

The role of an off-court leader
suits Aldridge to perfection as she
exemplifies what a good disposition
is all about. Her openly expressive
and positive personality is contag-
ious among her Wildcat teammates.

Still, her attitude and inspiration
aren’t the only attributes she brings
to the team. With three years of var-
sity experience, Aldridge sees her-
self in somewhat of a coaching role,

“I know there is a lot of tutor-
ing going on on campus. I would
suggest that students be cautious,”
be said. “There is not much suc-
cess in a one-time shot tutoring
session right before an exam. The
earlier, the better, and on a regular
basis.”

John Mack, director of under-
graduate studies for the depart-
ment of mathematics, also sends
out a waming to students (o
“make sure they are getting their
money's worth.

“Some people advertise on the
bulletin boards (around campus),
and our department has no control
over those tutors,” Mack said.
“Don’t call a tutor unless you
know something about the tutor.

“Go to the math department
main office and get a list of tutors
who are approved by the depart-
ment.”

Officials from the various col-
lege departments evaluate poten-
tial tutors by examining their
records to certify their competen-
cy.

Tutors who are approved by

college departments are allowed
to use UK offices when they meet
with swdents, even if a fee is
charged, said Dean of Students
David Stockham.

“Tutors who are not a part of an
academic department program or
who come from off campus can
not use the University for that
purpose,” Stockham said.

“There are tutors for the differ-
ent departments who are ap-
proved, and whatever arrange-
ments are worked out is up to that
department.

“Freelance tutors are not per-
mitted to use University space for
that purpose. You cannot use the
University for private enterprise.”

Yet many tutors who solicit by
putting up posters around campus
are using the buildings.

Carmen Ruiz advertises her
Spanish wtoring services in the
White Hall Classroom Building
and the Student Center. Though
she is not a student, she is native
of a Spain.

Ruiz said she asks students
what the most convenient meeting

place is for them. And sometimes
that place is a room in a Universi-
ty building.

“I didn’t know about that rule,”
she said. “It was where they want-
ed to meet. I may continue (to
meet students on campus).

“It is the students’ University.
I've never beard of such a rule.”

Shyam Nath, a business admin-
istration graduate student, said he
tutors students in several business
and math courses and charges be-
tween $10 and $12 per hour.

Nath said he didn’t know about
UK's policy until a dean ap-
proached him last semester after a
tutoring session and told him not
10 use University buildings to tu-
tor.

Since then, he said, he only
meets students in campus libraries
10 tutor them.

“We usually go down to the
(Margaret .I. King) library deli or
upstairs to the business library (in
the College of Business and Eco-
nomics),” Nath said. “It’s a li-
brary; everybody uses it. There is
a very fine line here.”

No matter how
much the cigarette companies argue, everyone else — including
smokers themselves — knows that cigarettes cause a great deal of
illness.

With our current system, all taxpayers, smokers and non-smokers
alike, pay for these illnesses through lost work hours and the medi-
cal expenses of the uninsured.

It is only fair that the smokers pay their fair share of health care
costs.

If the cigarette tax performs like the recent tax on hard liquor did,
cigarette sales will fall dramatically, thereby intensifying an already
difficult situation for Kentucky farmers.

This is unfortunate, and all of Kentucky is going to feel these
farmers’ pain.

However, non-tobacco producing states are no longer willing to
sacrifice national revenue for the economy of one state.

We encourage Ford to use his notable influence in the Senate to
fight for a substantial portion of revenue generated from the tax to
be redistributed to Kentucky farmers.

There is abstinence, which is
100 percent effective. Then there
is safer sex, which uses latex con-
doms with nonoxynol-9 and sper-
micide. Latex condoms with non-
oxynol-9 and spermicide used
together are 88 percent effective in
preventing pregnancy.

And, according (o research, the
failure rate of condoms would be
lower if they were used properly.

For some reason, however, there
are a lot of adult men who don't
make the connection between their
sperm, pregnancy and abortion.

There are many methods of pre-
vention available to males.

Two of these methods help pre-
vent the spread of AIDS and vene-
real diseases and keep reproductive
ability intact.

No matter what your feelings on
abortion, if you are too embar-
rassed to ask for counseling on
how you can prevent your partner
from conceiving or just don't want
o be bothered with using male
contraceptives, do everyone a fa-
vor.
