In the world's mind there is al-
ways a considerable amount of curi-
asity about prize winners—how did
they earn them? The Pulitzer prices
are no exception. They were estab-
tished by Joseph Pulitzer, who made
the money for them by whooping up
the liberal angle in the New York
World, and-they are awarded by the

faculty and trustees of Columbia ©

University.

For a “distinguished novel pub-
llshed during the year by an Amer-
ican author, preferably dealing with
American life” there is a prize of
$1,000. This year the jury of awards
selected no novel, perhaps remem-
bering back to the days when the
requirement read “best novel.” One
of the biggest journalistic fights was
over this award. The jury of award
selected MISS LULA BETT by Zona
Gale but the Advisory Board of
Columbia gave the prize to AGE OF
INNOCENCE to Edith Wharton. La-
