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Garnier-Pages, Etienne Joseph Louis (2,
1801, . 1841), French politician’; after being
engaged, through his poverty,in many menial
occupations, became in 1822 bookkeeper in
a commercial house. Subsequently he be-
came an advocate, and soon began to mix
in political affairs, and especially in the

revolution of 1830. Next year he obtained
a seat In the Assembly, and became con-
spicuous as a republican and opponent of the
government of Louis Philippe. "His speeches
