Antonelli, Giacomo (4. 1806, 4, 1876), a
man of humble birth, who attracted the
notice of Gregory XVI., and after holding
various posts, was made a cardinal in 1847
by Pius IX., over whom he had great in-
fluence. It was by his advice that the
