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Our Problem

The battle over price control in Washington
seems far removed from the University campus.
But if the prices were turned loose students
would be among the first to suffer, from the in-
flation that would certainly result.

Veterans who have a hard time stretching
their $65 or $90 a month now could scarcely hope
10 make ends meet if the costs of living rose
higher. If the value of money should decrease
further, fees and room and board bills would
g0 up correspondingly. Few students remember
skyrocketing prices that followed World War 1
as our parents do, but we recall the years of the
depression—the collapse that came
boom. College graduates dug ditches, and sold
magazines, did everything and anything 10 get
a job.

That is why the decision Congress is making
now is important to us as students. On the eco-
nomic stability of the country within the next
few years our ch
good job and a comfortable living when we are
out on our own. Another postwar boom, when
everyone has money 10 burn and scarce products
are forced to an unnaturally high level, and an-
other depression! That isu't what we want!

Admitredly OPA as the instrument of control-
ling prices has made mistakes. Everyone has
griped—which is an American privilege—and
everyone has made jokes. But OPA has kept
prices much below those of the same period for
1919-20; it has helped to stabilize business to
the benefit of the store and the factory. It was
an emergency measure—and the emergency
still on.

Whether or not you approve of OPA in prin-
ciple or in practice is not the question. It is
simply a master of holding the lid on the pot
until it boils down to a normal level —of keeping
prices under control until production, and con-
sumption are back 10 normal. OPA with its
political aspects and its protests from sclfish bus-
iness interests is not our immediate concern, but
what it cam do 1o help insure our college educa

Vet About UK

More than 1000 bills pertaining
to ex-servicemen have been intro-
du:ed in the 79th Congress which is

pected to call quits around July
15th. Of this number, 16 have be-
come law and 57 others have been
debated.

It is unlikely that any of the
pending veterans' measures will be
given consideration before adjourn-
ment except for House Bill 4051.
This bill, better known as the Sykes
Bill, would grant terminal leave pay
to enlisted men on the same basis
that it is now paid to officers who
are separated from the service. The
leave would accumulate on the basis
of two and one-half days a month
for each month of service.

The bill is now ready to be re-
ported out of the House Military
Affairs committee as backers have
obtained enough signatures on the
petition to force it onto the floor.
1t is the type of legislation that has

extensive vote appeal and may be | "
