An organizing committee for a Ralph
Nader-type organization known as the

Kentucky Student Public Interest
Research Group (KYSPIRG) was formed
by a group of UK students Wednesday
night in an attempt to bring a nation-wide
public advocacy program to the Univer-
sity

William D. Smith, a Louisville computer
salesman for IBM, introduced the idea to
students at UK last month and aided them
in planning a program comparable to
those existing in 16 other states. Smith is
attempting to promote the idea throughout
college campuses in the state

KYSPIRG, which is being modeled after
Nader's Washington-based Public Interest
Research Group, is to be run completely
by a student board of directors in con
junction with a state-wide board which will
be formed at the University of Louisville
this Sunday

The group will investigate and take
action in such areas of public interest as
environment preservation, consumer
and sexual

protection, racial

government responsibility, Smith said

“It can take off in any direction the
students want it to go,”" said Smith. He
stressed that the group was to be entirely
independent of Nader or any other
agencies

The organizing committee, made up
mostly of UK law students, felt the
greatest problem KYSPIRG would face
would be that of getting sufficient funding
The plan introduced by Smith called for a
petition by students asking the ad-
ministration to increase student activity
fees $3 per student per year to go directly
to the organization

This money would be automatically
refunded to any student who requested it
The money would be levied on students
next semester should the group succeed in
getting it and would allow
operations to begin

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Footing the bill

for dormitory service

A somewhat surprising concern for
students living in dormitories has at
last been shown. The decision of the
UK Board of Trustees to wait until the
Feb. 20 meeting to vote on the dorm
fee increase proposal was fortunate
As Student Government President
Scott Wendelsdorf pointed out, the
matter should be researched further,
which could bring about a lesser in-
crease

UK's housing plan—totally sup-
ported by student payments—is the
only one of its kind in the state. The
rates take care of one half of one
small room, in most cas meals;
utilities: maintenance: staffing and
so forth

The proposed rate increase would
cover ‘“increased labor and food
costs™ and also would include ‘‘debt
service (the interest on the bonds
used to finance the construction of the
buildings), all operating costs, funds
for replacement of furniture and
equipment, and $9 per semester for
stafting visitation hours and building
three study lounges in the residence
halls.™

Putting aside the question of the

necessity of staffing dorms for
visitation, this added charge would
only pay a receptionist to sit in the
lobby and check in visitors. Residents
would still be required to monitor
individual floors

And this is only one of the many
drawbacks to dorm life. Shouldn't
dorm privileges parallel the ad-
vantages of apartment living?
Considering the room rates—which
come to approximately $65 monthly
per student, (one shared room in a
dorm. plus bathroom) apartment
life is cheaper in many cases

If dormitories were only an
alternative lifestyle, students could
not complain if they chose them,
knowing what that way of living
entailed. But if the nearly 5,000
students living in dorms at UK w ere
loosed on the community to find
rooms. it goes without saying that
huge housing problems would arise

In any case, shouldn't it be the aim
of any public university to furnish the
students attending it with housing as
Inexpensive as possible?

We don’t dispute the claim that the
cost of food is rising, but asking a

Brandt, in that order

The late ex-president hasn't been on the list

since the 50s. But the Gallup  polling

It's difficult to say what is admirable about
Henry Kissinger, an ambulatory Dr Strangelove
who appears on the list for the first time
Perhaps itis his successes at negotiating a piece
He has been prominently displayed in the media
of late (see National Lampoon) Perhaps that
explains his admirability, but what of Burt
Reynolds?

Former KSU professor sues
for reinstatement to position

At age 41 and after spending
three-quarters of his life in school
as a student, ex-psychology
professor Bobby Gene Ward
awoke one morning to find
himself out of work
Ward was a Kentucky State
University professor from
September, 1969 through May,
1972, His contract was not
renewed this vear
WARD FILED suit against the
KSU board of regents. KSI
president Carl M. Hill and other
university officials on Jan. 2. He
1s seeking $27 000 in damages and
a return to his post
Ward contends in the suit that
he lost his job as a result of the
defendant’ s racial
and that
racial prejudice,
the defendants have effectuated a
denial of his chosen profession.”

discrimination
‘motivated by

Ward is white, while most of
the defendants and the students
and faculty at KSU are black

HE CONTENDS that he has
been personally embarassed,
humiliated and degraded in the
academic community and has
suffered grievous mental
anguish

Although he has a B.A. from
UK, a Master’s degree from
Indiana, a ThB from Southern
Baptist Seminary and 40 hours
toward his PhD, Ward is em-
ployed as a furniture mover in
Frankfort, and says he is living
on a poverty level income

HE SAID he has no job
prospects. ““Most of my work has
been with the disadvantaged,” he
said. “One blot like this is really
damaging.”

Although he tried to appeal his
dismissal to the board of regents,
he was refused a hearing, Ward
said. He was given a hearing by
the executive council, which can

make recommendations to the
board, but he said he did not know
of any recommendations they
made

Ward also stated that one

reason he was not reappointed is
that he publicly raised his opinion
matters and ‘‘at
educational
opportunities for Caucasian
students at KSU equivalent to
those Negro students enjoved.”

WARD SAID that there are no
whites in the fraternities, student
