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FORBNORD

The great mass of lississippi newspapers which had been accumulated
since 1902 in the Mississippi Department of Archives and History present=
ed an appalling problem to the writer when he assumed responsibility
early in 1938 for the preservation of these newspapers and for making
them available to researchers. Some of the newspapers were bound in var=-
jous arrangements, some were being bound by a Works Progress Administre-
tion project (11,1611 volumes were eventually bound), end some were accumu-
lating in growing stacks in storeroomss The task of making all of these
newspapers readily and efficiently available to researchers seemed to be

almost hopelesss

Eventually the writer decided to attempt to use Viorks Progress Ad-
ministration workers to begin an issuec=by-issue checklist of the news=
papers in the Departments This work was finally taken over by the His=-
torical Records Survey under the efficient direction of Mre Robert Es
Stronge The main purpose in compiling the checklist was to create a
tool that would assist in making the newspapers available to interested
rescarcherse Deotailed information as to origins, successions, MErgers,
changes in title, editors, and publishers was loft for the futurcs

Porsons who have never had occasion to use newspapers for rasearch
sometimes question the value of the efforts made by the Department in
collecting end prescrving newspaperse All questions concerning the val-
ue of newspapers for research purposes are answered in ‘tho following
statoment, madc in 1939 by Dre Clarence S. Brigham, Dircctor of thc Amer=
jcan Antiquarian Socicty, Worcostor, Massachusotts:

"The valuc of nowspapers as sources of historical study is
often overlooked by librariess Since they are difficult
to acquire and since they take up considerable shelf room,
they are froquently rejected in favor of sourcc material
not noarly so uscful in roscarche I doubt whother any
contcemporary oxpression of printed opinion and fact, both
for national and local history, measures up to the ncws=
papers No history of a town or city cen bo written withe
out rocourse to its nowspaperse. In the cightecnth and
carly nigotoonth centurics cvon tho advertiscmonts have
unique value in social end cconomic studys In the wider
ficlds of history, whother stato or national, the wholoc
trad of cvenbs is roported at regular intorvals, in tho
printing of documents and lottors, in the arguments of
pertisan communications, and in editorial opinione Tho
newspaper is omnivorouse Not only political history, but
roligious, cducational, and social history, find placc
in its pagose Litcraturc, expocially cssays and pootry,
was constently supplicd to its rcadorse If all tho print-
od sourcos of history for a cortain contury or deccade had
4o bo destroyed save onc, that which could be chosen with
the groatest valuc to posterity would be a filc of an im=
portont ncwspapers"

The groat bulk of the collcetion of nowspapers in tho Department
obviously prosents a problem of spaoc, for stabe dopartawnts seldom have
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by laws Efforts have bocn madc to get an appropriation for the purchase
of ecquipment for microphotographys If sufficicnt cquipment is cver ace-
quired, roeccnt nowspapers will bo photographed on film and thon will bo
dcstroyods The f£ilm will have a longer 1lifc then the nowspaper and can
bo reproduccd, tho oxpensc of binding the nowspapors will bec eliminated,
and thorc will bo an estimoted ninety-cight porcent saving of spaccs

adequato room in which to porform the dutics with which theoy are charged

A rceapitulation of the work dono in producing this chocklist shows
that tho Departmont has on filc morc than six hundrocd thousand Mississippi
nowspapcrss This number is incrcased daily, for the Department undertakcs
to prosorve forppublic usc all ncwspapcrs that Mississippi editors will
sond to ite Continuous cfforts arc made to acquirc back filcs of Mississ-
ippk nowspapers from nowspaper officos, rctired editors, book deoalors,
and othor sourccse Tho Dopartmont is now on the mailing list of Opproxi=-
motoly ninety weckly end fiftecn daily newspapors in Mississippie Thc ed-
itors of thesc newspapers arc roouested to continuc the Department on their
moiling lists and other cditors are urgently roquested to placc the Depart-
ment on thoir mailing listse This is oxcellnt insurencc that a filc of a
newspaper will be prosorved in casc tho nuwspapor officc is dostroyced by
firc, flood, tornado, or othor disastors

The writor wishes to expross sinccrc appreciation to the officicls of
tho Works Progruss Administration ecnd its succossor, the Work Projccts Ad=
ministration, for their kind and thoughtful co=opcration in this work.

This preliminary checklist of Mississippi newsvapers published from
1805 to 1940 and available in the Mississippl Department of Archives and
History, lists these newspapers by title and shows .the date of issuc of
each newspaper, More detailed information concerning successions and
mergers, changes in title, and names of editors and publishers, is included
in the Union List of Newspapers Available in Librarics, Courthouses, Private
Colloctions nnd Offices of Publishers in Mississippi, being preparcd by the
Mississippl Historicol Records Surveye

In all 661 titles and some 600,000 issues are cataloged. The titles
are arranged in formalized entry form alphabetically by place of publica-
tion with the entries numbered from 1 to 661, Under each place of publico-
tion the newspaper titles are listed alphabetically by the name of the. news=
paper, followed by the frequency of publication, In the body of the ecntry
the available issues of each newspaper are shown in a condensed style to
give the maximm of information in the minimum gpaces

In explanation of this compact arrangement, entry 454, Weekly Couricr
and Journal (Natchez), shows in the first two lines of the body of the
entry that there are on file in the Department the weekly issues of this
newspaper published in 1837 on Jamuary 6, 13, and 27; from February 10
through April 21; from May 5 through June 2: from June 16 through August
4; from August 25 through September 8; from September 22 through October
13; on October 27; from November 17 through December 1; on December 153
and from Decomber 29 through February 16, 1838, The remainder of the
entry indicates the presence of scattered issues of this newspaper until

September 27, 1848,

The Titlec Index provides a complete alphabetical list of titles and the
Chronological Index shows by entry number, the newspapers on file for each
decades

A partial 1listing of Mississippi newspapers in the Mississippi Depart-
ment of Archives and History was made in 1939 by WPA workers assigned to a
projoct sponsored by the Departrment. 1In February 1941 the Mississippl His-
torical Records Survey undertoolk the work under the supcrvision of Nash Ke
Burger, Project Technician, and completed it Dby December. Every cfiort was
made to attain the highest degrec of accuracy, each step being checked and
rechecked several times. Mrs. Josephine B, Jones was in charge of and re-
sponsible for listing, editing, and checking all data by an editorial unit
which included: UNrs., Carrie Lutriclk, lMrs.
