=ood field; the Alexandra Plate (3 miles), the following day, by six lengths,
carrying 9 st. 10 1bs.; Doncaster Plate (2 miles), carrying 10 st., beating San-
toi: Lowther and Limekiln Stakes, and was beaten a length by Black Sand in
the Jockey Club Cup, his last race. Value of stakes won 13,578 pounds.

Willlam the Third is also well known as one of the most successful stal-

lions in England.
