Dear Marty:

I am afraid Margot and I have rather neglected
you recently, but we have had no maid for the last two
weeks until last Friday. Inez is having her two weeks'
vacation, and then after that she 1s to have two weeks
more sick leave. She 1is not at all well, but Grace wants
to see her after she has had a good rest. She has a
very high blood-pressure, and also some kind of a kidney
infection. I have a feeling she may not be able to come
back to us, and then we will have a real problem on our
hands in tryling to find someone who will live in the
country.

The enclosed letter from Bill came this morning,
but I will go back a little to bring you up to date.
He called on August 2nd and said that they were alerted.
His suit-case, with all his non- G.I. equipment came
home a few days later and we did not hear from him again,
and thought of course he was on his way overseas. When
lo and behold! we had a telephone call from him on the
18th. He could not tell us anything of what he had been
doing, and all he could say was that the last week he
had been within hailing distance of us. And then this
morning we received this letter, which tells the whole
story.

When he called up, he said he had received his
Private First Class stripe with commendation, but didn't
say anything else. So I wrote him asking him to let me
know what it was for. Evidently he did a good job on
the problem, and now gets the four dllars a month more.
He earned his Expert Infantryman's rating after he returned
from his furlough in July.

Bill is going to be a good financier. He has been
allotting twenty-five dollars a month toward the purchase
of War Bonds, and then when he runs a little short he
suggests that a check from home would be real welcome.




As you can see from the last paragraph of Bill's
letter, which I know you will keep to yourselves, he
seems to be headed overseas, In a letter which we
received a few days ago, he sald that of course there
were all kinds of ways of trying to fool the censor
and letting us know where he was, but he felt he should
not try any of these things and would much prefer that
we heard through the regular channels. I should say
he is a good soldier, and has learned to obey orders.

Margot and I are planning to go to Rochester
on the 21st of September. Tom graduates the morning
of the 23rd, and then he and Ernesta are goling away on
a week's trip - the first one they have had since they
have been married, and also the first time that Ernesta
has ever been away from Pokey. We plan to stay at
their apartment and look after our grandson.

I don't know what our plans are for Christmas,
it is so far away and so many things can happen in the
meantime. But if all goes well, we hope to have Pokey
with us for two or three weeks in January, which I think
will be lots of fund.

I can't think of any more news now.

I can now tell you where I've been and a bit of what I've
done. The exact days, etc., are out, but I can say I drove from here
to Dallas,  Teok & C-41 to Boston, and then went out to Devens by
train, I went for an army CPX (communisations)problem. It was
nothing new - 1t was just that "higher authorities" decided New "ngland
had the type of terrain needed. /At any ratey we worked in Mass.,
Vt¢ and N.H, The thing which made me maddest was the fact that
we went througlhh Eeene, and I couldn't even yell hello., We came back
the same way, Boston to Dallas, to here. Gee, I wish I could have
let you know, : ‘ :

As to the Pfo. stripe (you know it doesn't mean anything)
I got it because the 4th Army Gen, sent a commendation for
"extrenely good work and sense of responsibility" to Gen. Craig
at 23rd Corps. to Gen. Lauer, and so on cown to Col, Riley and
Capt. Mills. As I daid. it doesn't mean & thing and isn't worth
boasting about. The problem was dull, old atuff, and the weather
was too hot.

Den't worry about War Bonds. I have @ different allotment
slated for overseas. We have been told ovey'and over by men who
have come back that you don't need more than $10 a month, for you
have little chance to buy goods. I'll get & base pay of $69,.80
overseas, from which I'm taking a $50 and two $10 Bonds, leaving me
$17.30, With insurance and all, it will be |§10. When and if I find
I need more money, I'll cancel the Bonds, However, I think Itmight
be a good idea to teke some express checks with me., I have 40 dollars
in them now., 'I think I should have $100.
